Anybody with the spirit could try the Oregon Trail in the nineteenth
century, or carve a city out of frozen Siberian tundra in the late twentieth, but the
very people who were the pioneers of ancient times were excluded from this new
frontier, no matter how limitless it was. The poor, the destitute, and the refugee as
well as idealistic dreamers had settled and tamed the old frontiers, but they
couldn't even get a ticket to the Moon in the age of space. Only the highly skilled
specialist was able to get into space—or the very rich. The masses of Earth, even
If they wanted to go, could not, nor did the dull and plodding development of
space offer the same excitement that the space race had generated in the early
explorer.

The governments of Earth came to understand this, and also saw a world of ever-
Increasing population and incredibly diminishing resources grow more and more
apathetic toward life in general. A steady decline in living standards worldwide
was something that every computer forecast as inevitable, and each group's
demand that its country not be the one in decline put tremendous pressures on
even the most totalitarian regimes and increased the pressure for total war.
Technology, however, offered a way out, a way that the various nations took
reluctantly but with the realization that there was little else to do. Researchers had
ultimately done the impossible and broken the universal speed limit. It was
complex, and involved physics that did not contradict Einstein so much as deal in
totally different areas where be was simply not relevant. The stars were open to
exploration. Not that the distances were shrunk to nothing: within the first
century, there were so many new places to go over such vast distances that it still
took more than three years subjectively to travel from one end of man's domain to
the edge of the frontier. This was still a far smaller price to pay than the
generations such trips would otherwise have taken. It had, after all, taken some of
the early American pioneers four to six months to reach California. But this new
system had another big advantage. Building the ships and great engines needed
took a lot of capital, but once built, they cost very little to operate, and size was
not a factor in cost beyond air and food.
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Only one world in a thousand was even terraformable, but there were still a lot of
habitable worlds out there, and the nations of the world began to compete for them
instead of for more tufts of worn-out Earth—and colonizing with incentives, so
the poor and the dreamers finally got to go. It took the pressure off and provided a
new spark to humanity. There was excitement and discovery in the air once more
and all could be a part of it, and the resources were infinite.

But as generations were born on new worlds, generations who had never seen
Earth and had only an abstract concept of what a Russia or an America or a Brazil
or a Ghana was, the old concepts of nationality began to blur. Three generations
later they were no longer Americans or Soviets or Brazilians but were natives of
their own worlds, the only worlds they knew. Nor did the distance between worlds
and the burgeoning numbers of worlds lend themselves to effective colonial
government from afar. Fearful now less of destroying one another than of being
left behind, cast off by the new populations on alien worlds, the old governments
began to cooperate more than compete, to merge, over little more than another
century, into what was in effect a single ruling instrumentality, the Confederacy,
with a bureaucracy dominated by those old powers but presiding over a congress
where each new world was represented.

The pooled resources and ever-expanding technology remade world after world,
many into great paradises of which the people of old Earth had barely dreamed.
Many diseases were wiped out; genetic manipulation made man and woman
beautiful and nearly perfect. Careful genetic and cultural nudging produced a
population each of whom had an equal but large slice of a very huge pie. People
were bred and raised to do specific jobs, and they were the best people to do those
jobs, too. It was a civilization without tension or fear—nearly a paradise. Worlds
that reached such perfection were called the civilized worlds. Though wonderful
places to live and work, these worlds were spiritually and culturally dead—totally
stagnant.

Obviously the Confederacy could have totally controlled population and settled
into this stasis, but they were the heirs to all of Earth's own history. Humanity
might last in paradise for a million years, but once the spark of excitement and
creativity was extinguished, it was dead, an extinct race. The answer, of course,
was never to stop. Scouts would continue to be dispatched, scouts that would
discover more and more worlds to settle, tame, and remake by the oddballs and
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misfits that even the civilized worlds occasionally created. The frontier became
not merely the edge of expansion but a religion, an article of faith among the
Confederacy, something that could never be allowed to stop because it alone
provided the safety valve, the creativity, the spark, the purpose to human
existence.

As man filled up almost a quarter of his galaxy, he ran into some alien races. Not
too many—and not nearly the number many had expected—but some. There were
ones that inhabited worlds that no human could ever use, and these were simply
watched for signs of future threat and generally ignored. Others used the same
sorts of material as man, and these were treated in an age-old way. Those that
could be modified and adapted to the Confederacy's way of doing things were
welcomed into it, whether or not they wanted to come. Those that could not be
culturally assimilated for one reason or another were ruthlessly eliminated, as
many of the Indian tribes of America and the aborigines of Tasmania had been
eliminated in ancient times. Many alien worlds were primitive and some were
quite advanced, but all had one thing in common: the Confederacy was bigger and
stronger and more ruthless than they were.

Then one day the powers that be in the Confederacy woke up to the fact that the
moment they feared had finally arrived—somebody smarter than they were had
found them first.

A robot so sophisticated it was beyond the Confederacy's technology—although
only by a hair—managed to impersonate a security clerk in Military Systems
Command. Managed to impersonate that clerk so well that it fooled the man's
friends of many years, his co-workers, and even the very sophisticated security
systems in Military Systems Command.

Even in a society like the Confederacy, there were the superior misfits. For all of
humanity's perfections in environment, genetics, and culture, there was always the
byproduct of such manipulation—the perfect criminal.

They have
sensors in you that they constantly monitor to determine when you need a good
refresher.

| often wondered just how sophisticated these sensors were. The notion that a
whole security staff could see all my debauchery and indiscretions used to worry
me, but after a while you learn to ignore it.

The life offered in trade is just too nice. Besides, what could | do about it,
anyway? People on most of the civilized worlds these days had such sensors,
although hardly to the degree and sophistication of mine. How else could a
population so vast and so spread out possibly be kept orderly, progressive, and
peaceful?

My shock gave way after a while to anger—anger and frustration. | was a copy, an
Imitation of somebody else entirely, somebody still alive and kicking and possibly
monitoring my every move, my every thought. | hated that other then, hated him
with a pathological force beyond reason. He would sit there comfortable and safe,
watching me work, watching me do it all—and when the mission was over, he'd
go home for debriefing, return to that easy life, while 1—

They were going to dump me on a world of the Warden Diamond, trap me like
some kind of master criminal, imprison me there, hold me there for the rest of my
life—of this body's life, anyway. And then? When my job was done? I'd said it
myself upon awakening—ypassed my own sentence. The things | knew! | would be
monitored at all times, of course. Monitored and killed if | blew any of those
secrets. Killed anyway at the completion of the mission just for insurance's sake.
My training came into automatic play at that point, overriding the shock and
anger. | regained control and considered everything that | knew.

Monitor? Sure, more than ever. | recalled Krega saying that there was some sort of
organic linkup. Are you enjoying this, you son of a bitch? Are you getting
pleasure from vicariously experiencing my reaction?

My training clicked in again. It didn't matter, I told myself. First of all, | knew just
what he must be thinking— and that was an advantage. He of all people would
know that | would be a damned tough son of a bitch to kill.

It was a shock to discover that you are not who you thought you were but some
artificial creation. It was a shock, too, to realize that the old life, the life you
remembered even if you personally didn't experience it, was gone forever. No
more civilized worlds, no more casinos or beautiful women or— And yet as | sat
there, | adjusted. That was what they picked men like me for from the start—our
ability to adjust and adapt to almost anything.

It was not my body, but I was still me. Memory and thought and personality were
the individual, not his body. This was no different than a biological disguise, | told
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myself, of a particularly sophisticated sort As to who was really me—it seemed to
me that this personality, these memories, were no more that other fellow's than my
own. Until | got up from that chair back in the Security Clinic I'd really been
somebody else anyway. A lot of me, my memories and training, had been missing.
That old between-missions me was the artificial me, the created me, | thought. He,
that nonentity playboy that presently did not exist, was the artificial personality.
Me—the real me—was bottled up and stored in their psychosurgical computers
and only allowed to come out when needed—and for good reason. Unlocked, |
was as much a danger to the power structure as to whomever they set me against.
And | was good. The best Krega had called me. That's why | was here now, in this
body, in this cell, on this ship. And | wouldn't be wiped and | wouldn't be killed if
| could help it. That other me, sitting there in the console— somehow | no longer
hated him very much, no longer felt anything at all for him. When this was all
over he'd be wiped once more—perhaps get killed himself if my brother agents on
the Diamond and | found out too much. At best he'd return to being that stagnant
milquetoast.

Me, on the other hand... | would still be here, still live on, the real me. | would
become more complete than he would.

| was under no illusions, though. Kill me they would, if they could, if | didn't do
their bidding. They'd do it automatically, by robot satellite and without qualms. |
would. But my vulnerability would last only until I mastered my new situation
and accustomed myself to my new and permanent home. | felt that with a deep
sense of certainty, for | knew their methods and how they thought I'd have to do
their dirty work for them, and they knew it—but only until I could get around it.
They could be beaten, even on their own turf. That was why they had people like
me in the first place.

They'd just be
putting somebody else in the same position.

| realized then, as they had undoubtedly figured, that | had no choice but to carry
out the mission. Only so long as | was doing what they wanted would | be safe
from them while still in that vulnerable position. After—well, we'd see.

The thrill of the challenge took over, as it always did. There was a puzzle to be
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solved, were objectives to be accomplished. | liked to win. Doing so was even
easier when you felt nothing about the cause, just the challenge of the problem
and the opponent and the physical and intellectual effort needed to meet that
challenge. Find out about the alien menace. The outcome no longer concerned me
either way, since | would be trapped on a Warden world from now on anyway. If
the aliens won the coming confrontation, the Wardens would survive as allies. If
they lost— well, it wouldn't make a damned bit of difference, only maintain the
status quo. That meant the alien problem was purely an intellectual challenge and
that made the situation perfect.

"If there is a single place in the universe that will
drive sane people mad and insane people to ecstasy, it is Charon. There is no way
to adequately explain the effects of being there. You will have to find that out for
yourself, and you will receive a thorough orientation briefing from Charon itself
after you land.

"The imprint ability of this device is limited," he continued, "but we can send you
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one basic thing that may or may not be of use to you on Charon. It is a physical-
political map of the entire planet, as complete and up-to-date as we could make
it."

That puzzled me. Why would such a map not be of use? What kind of place was
this, anyway? Before | could mull that over further and curse my inability to ask
Krega questions, | felt a sharp pain in my back, then a short wave of dizziness and
nausea. But when the discomfort cleared, | found the complete map was clearly
and indelibly etched in my mind.

The planet was roughly 42,000 kilometers at the equator— or from pole back to
pole, allowing for topographic differences.

The gravity was roughly .88 norm, so I'd feel a bit lighter and be able to jump
further.

Charon was a tad richer in oxygen, not really enough to
matter, but it was overloaded with water vapor, which probably accounted for that
extra oxygen in the first place.

The planet had a reasonable axial tilt, which normally would have meant strong
seasonal changes, but 158,551,000 kilometers out from an F-type star it was
basically a choice of hot, hotter, still hotter, and hotter than hell. There were no
polar caps—the circulation of warm ocean water prevented it—but there was
sometimes ice in the dead of winter in the arctic or antarctic circle regions, so
even on a tremendously tropical world you could freeze, but as both polar regions
were entirely water, it wasn't likely you'd ever get there.

Equatorial temperatures were almost at the limit of human endurance:
temperatures of sixty degrees centigrade or more had been measured there, along
with near-lethal radiation levels for brief periods near the time of the sun's direct
rays. There was sufficient land in the more temperate zones for the mere eleven
million or so people who inhabited the place. Not that the temperate zones were
all that temperate—in the latitudes with the largest populations temperatures still
reached above fifty degrees centigrade at midsummer and rarely fell below twenty-
five degrees in the dead of winter—but they were better than that equator. The
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three major continental land masses, however, were spaced above, on, and just
below the equator, thus keeping everybody in the hothouse. A day was about
twenty-nine standard hours, not enough of a difference from that to which | was
accustomed to be a real factor, and a year was a short 282 Charon days.

Three continents—one not very useful that was mountainous and had large
stretches of desert blocked from rain by the landforms; the other two basically
tropical rain forests where the rain damn near never stopped. Not a cheery place at
all, I reflected, remembering that old Warden had named this his vision of hell.
Not far off the mark.

Well, I'd better get used to loving it, | told myself. Short of suicide, | had no way
to avoid calling it home.

"Charon is the only one of the Diamond worlds with a female Lord," Krega
continued. "I would not, however, count on your considerable charm to tame
Aeolia Matuze. She is something of a political genius, and as hard and cynical as a
human can become. At one time she was actually on the Confederacy Council,
and it's a sure bet that a lot of the aliens' information on our political and military
structure came from her. Her crime might best be called an excess of ambition;

It appears that her predecessor actually
retired, although we consider this so unlikely that the retirement was almost
certainly forced by Matuze. Do not underestimate her! In another age and time we
would probably all be worshiping her as a goddess."

Aeolia Matuze. | remembered her from the distant past and from some of my
history indoctrinations. | also vaguely recall that she had died and there had
actually been an official period of mourning back when | was still a kid. So now at
last | knew the truth about her, and it was fascinating. A formidable opponent
indeed. | had to wonder if the aristocratic beauty my mind recalled was still as
stunning after nineteen years on Charon.

Warden system. | knew it not so much by any sensation inside my cloister but
from the lack of it: the vibration that had been my constant companion ceased.

Additionally, there were violent storms, tabarwinds they were called, that
were quick and deadly and could strike out of nowhere with tremendous lightning
charges and winds of over 160 kilometers per hour. Much of the weather,
Including these storms, could not be accurately predicted since a layer in the upper

"A practitioner of voodoo," Tiliar explained, picking up the lecture, "took samples
of your fingernails, hair, even shit, and put it on a doll. Then whatever that
magician-priest did to the doll was supposed to happen to you. And why has
voodoo really survived the space age? Because it works."

"Aw, c'mon," the big man scoffed.

She nodded seriously. "Yes, it works. But only under two conditions. First, the
intended victim must believe that the priest has this power. It doesn't even have to
be strong belief, just a subconscious fear that maybe it does work. And second, the
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intended victim must be made aware that he or she is being hexed. People have
been crippled, physically and mentally, and even killed by this method, as long as
those two conditions are met. And it's easier than you think. Even the most
rational-minded have, deep down, a streak of superstition or doubt about unknown
powers. The voodoo priests are master psychs, and every visible success
reinforces the belief in their powers among others."

"Of course the priest doesn't really do anything," Garal noted. "They just establish
the psychological conditions and you do it to yourself. In a sense, you might say
that voodoo is a magic force that violates no known scientific laws."

"You mean this is a voodoo world?" | asked jokingly.

They did not think me at all funny. "In a sense, yes," the man replied. "But here
you can eliminate the variables completely and go a lot further. If you'll
remember, | said that the Warden organisms can communicate, so to speak, with
one another, even outside the body they inhabit.

self-image are 'broadcasting,' so to speak, to everyone else. What this means is
that if you think you're a uhar, well then, so will everybody else.

| couldn't help but wonder about my Lilith counterpart. I myself was having a
tough time with this nontechnglogi-cal culture on Charon; I wondered if | would
even survive in a world whose denizens were rabidly antitechnological. "I" was
probably doing far better on Cerberus and Medusa, both of which had a
technological level which, if below what | was used to, was nonetheless closer to
my element.

Another export was the woodlike material that made up the rain forests and
provided the foundations for Charon's buildings. Its weather-proofing properties
and hardness made it desirable even on worlds that had their own trees.

So they exported a great deal of it to Medusa to pay for raw materials. Medusa
controlled the asteroid and moon mining industries. The raw materials were sent
to Cerberus where they were made into things they needed and could use under
their peculiar conditions. All in all it was a neat and interdependent system.

The political system on Charon was also a good topic, and a most revealing one. |
remembered Krega's comment that Matuze would become a goddess if she could
and | was thus not as surprised as the rest.

The vast majority of the eleven million or so inhabitants of Charon were, of
course, the workers who were mere citizens. In a nicely feudal arrangement, they
worked for Companies—a euphemism for plantations basically—in exchange for
which the Companies guaranteed their safety and all their basic needs.

There was a small town at the center of every dozen or so Companies, and the
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townspeople were also organized, this time into what were called Unions, based
on trade, profession, or skill. The political head of each town was, interestingly
but logically, the Town Accountant, whose office kept all the books not only on
what the town produced or provided but what the Companies owed for those
services. Although it was a barter system (until you got to the very top anyway),
some money was in circulation—coins, made of some iron alloy. They were a
good small currency, since without any significant metals the supply was strictly
controlled by trade with Medusa.

In the Companies, the coins were used basically as rewards for exceptional work,
so there was very little money there. In the towns, however, each Union had a set
wage and a varying scale of who got paid what based on a number of factors; the
money was used to buy some necessities—the Unions provided housing—and all
luxuries, which weren't many. The Transportation Union, of course, was
planetwide and centered in Honuth; and it used the coins to buy what was needed
along the way. Honuth, being the spaceport, was the largest city on Charon—
although there was a freightport on the southern continent, a land just now starting
to be developed—and greater Hon-uth consisted of maybe five thousand people.
The average town was a tenth that size.

Companies and Unions were run by Managers who lived pretty well as long as
they produced. The Town Accountants kept tabs on them all, and that tab was
forwarded to the Board of Regents which collectively kept track of everything and
got the requirements from the towns and Companies and the raw materials and
finished products they needed from off-planet The head of the Board of Regents
was called the Director, and he was the top government official on Charon. A
simple system, one that seemed to work.

However, there was a parallel system as wen, and this one was a little bit off the
beaten track. It was composed of the small number of men and women who were
in command of the Warden organism and its uses. These were the people to
watch. As I'd suspected, the political and "magical" ends were not necessarily the
same.

At the low end of this parallel system were the apts, the students of the art, who
studied under and worked for journeymen magicians, usually referred to as sores,
which was short for sorcerers. The sores were represented in every Company and
Union and in every Town Accountant's office, too. They protected the people who
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had to be protected, enforced the rules and laws, and generally gave advice and
consent when asked.

Basically, the magicians and their students were the cops. They reported to a
board of Bishops whose responsibilities encompassed whole planetary areas.
Collectively this group was known as the Synod.

Interestingly, the Bishops were appointed by the Director, who could hire or fire
them at will. I wondered how the hell Matuze could make a firing of somebody
that powerful stick—and why the Bishops were in any way obedient to her in the
first place—but they were. The reason was something to be found out later. Still,
the system confirmed my basic idea that Matuze herself, while probably schooled
In those magical arts and reasonably competent, wasn't the top witch or whatever
In terms of magical power.

Sooner or later I'd have to find out just what the Director's base of power was.
One thing was sure—Matuze had not only all the political power but all the
respect and pomp as well. She was almost invariably referred to in ancient royal
terms, such as "Her Highness" or even "Her Worship"; but she was nevertheless,
the Lord, not the Lady, of the Diamond.

She liked to have her picture everywhere, that was for sure. Four different full-
size portraits adorned the lobby. When the rain actually stopped for periods and
we had walking tours of the town, I found her likeness almost everywhere, even
on many of the corns we were shown— but not all.

Difficult as it was in rain-
soaked Honuth to believe, animals existed on the parched central continent for
whom rain could be disabling, even deadly. The most important thing, from a
survival viewpoint, was that the animals also possess a certain power for magic. It
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was on a primitive level, of course, but the carnivores, in particular, could quite
often make you think they were a tree, a bush, or even a pretty flower, until you
came too close. Some of the carrion-eaters in particular could project whole
landscapes, disorienting and confusing travelers as well as instinct-driven
herbivorous prey, causing bogs to look like rocks or land water.

"In a very real sense," Garal warned us, "walking along unprotected on Charon in
broad daylight in good weather is like walking blindly in pitch-dark night, never
knowing what is waiting for you, never knowing what is real and what is not."
This situation, of course, reinforced the feudal Company system. Nobody dared
walk away, nor even travel from town to town, without the protection and abilities
of a sore. Charon was a deadly place indeed, well-suited for easy population
control and political domination.

But Charon didn't worry me because in the long run its least common
denominators were the same socio-economic factors that supported every world,
even the Confederacy itself. Here, you got the training to use the power if you
could—the easy way up, like being born to power or position elsewhere. Failing
that, you found somebody who did have the power and rode up with that
individual, using that person's power as your own—a slower and more delicate
method than the first, but one that worked.

| realized, of course, why we were being kept in this hotel in this rain-soaked town
for so long. Our hosts were waiting for the final "set in" of the Warden organism
In order to demonstrate its effects—and powers. We were the cream of the
criminal crop; we had to be shown explicitly who was boss first.

With one exception, that is. Zala continued to be more and more of an enigma to
me. | realized very early on that she had been lying about herself, at least in
part—she was never trained to be an accountant or, for that matter, in any similar
profession. In just routine conversation and in discussing the briefings it became
clear that her counting ability only slightly exceeded the capacity of her fingers
and toes; her reading ability was similarly quite basic. That put her well outside
any government, business, or scientific areas of expertise. It confined her, in fact,
to the lowest job classes, not at all unusual for the frontier but very unusual for
one of the civilized worlds.

But lies were the stock in trade of people sent to Charon, so the problem wasn't
that she was lying but that she was a bundle of contradictions.

She
was simply incapable of existing, let alone surviving, on her own for very
long—and that was an incredible idea for someone like me from the civilized
worlds. Timid and passive, she lacked any of the egocentrism | took for granted. |
didn't have any illusions that she'd chosen me because of some innate magnetic
charm or superior radiance | gave off.

Perhaps they just contact their brethren in a real uhar, | don't know,
but they draw all the information they need, and they draw energy from
somewhere outside themselves and convert it to matter as needed; so, over a
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period of time, you will be a. uhar. Really. And then even our visitor from Lilith
will see you as such."

This was a new, exciting, and yet frightening idea. Transmutation was not
something I relished. Still, something very important was involved here. The
Wardens could get information, incredibly complex information— more complex
and detailed than the best computers—and then act upon it, even converting
energy to matter to achieve it | mentally filed the information for future reference.

CHAPTER TWELVE
"The Wa Considers You One"
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| had seen very little of Koril's redoubt since our arrival, for obvious reasons, but
clearly several things were going on here that | would never have anticipated or
even believed from my previous experience on Charon. Gone was the mumbo-
jumbo, except for some general references to spells that seemed to be here more
words of convenience than words implying some mystique. Down here was a
thoroughly professional and scientific base where crisp, well-trained professionals
examined and stretched their knowledge of the Warden organisms' powers and
peculiarities almost to the limit. The technology, though, that supported it was
basically from Cerberus, the only one of the four Warden worlds where efficient
and modern industrial production was possible.

The level of instruction we were given indicated an enormous amount of progress
on understanding the Warden organism's mechanisms, even if the bottom line of
knowing where their power and information came from remained a mystery.

And yet, | couldn't abandon her. | simply could not do it. | admit | agonized over
the decision, but not because it was a hard one to make. What it would mean,
though, was that I would be compromising my own mission—if, in fact, I still
wanted to have one.
