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INTRODUCTION

No reader hasn't wished to be the protagonist in a book.
It is obvious that readers must identify with the main
character, or one of them, empathize with that character's
emotions, relate to the milieu created by the story, and be
caught up in the problems which are posed by the author.
The greater the degree of involvement of the reader with
the work, the more successful the book. Robert Heinlein is
an author who has been creating stories with tremendous
reader involvement for many years now. How many is
between you and the Good Author. Beddes, | have to
admit that I've read and collected books by Robert Heinlein
since | was a stripling of but 12 years. |, aong with
millions of others, have wished to be a real-life character
involved in the drama of many a novel done by Mr.
Heinlein. This very desire helped in the creation of role-
playing games.

Consider role-playing games as the antithesis of authored
fiction. The role-playing game provides only the opera
tional rules which govern actions in some imagined set-
ting, as well as describing the setting and giving the laws
which apply to it. Because a role-playing game involves
diverse numbers of individuals there must be no developed
heroes and heroines. To become immersed in such a work,
each player must create his or her own character as he or
she would have it. So too, the particular problems faced
and the quests to be undertaken must spring—in part at
least—from the dynamics of the players interacting with
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the game. If there were but one or even a handful of main
characters, then which of the players in a group would be
him or her? What of the others? How many Lazurus Longs
can there be in the world?

Creating characters for adventures in arole-playing game
requires a thorough understanding of the game rules, time
and effort prior to actual play involvement, and then a
great deal of playing and luck to make the character into
one of larger-than-life proportions. Along with that goes
the creation of problems and quests of the heroic sort for
the fledgling game character to solve and attain. The Game
Masters of the world have readily adapted their own game
settings to encompass published quests. Such scenarios are
a step closer to dtories, for the scenario details a plot line,
antagonists, problems, and a set goal. Players know the
game universe and its laws; they provide the characters to
operate heroically—they hope—within the setting. In a
good book, one never knows the outcome of the story until
the end; but it is there, graven in stone. You read to a
prescribed conclusion. In a role-playing scenario, how-
ever, you interact with the material given, to arrive at an
ending which is not predetermined by the author.

Between the novel and the role-playing game lies the
"Chosen Path" book. It is part novel, for you have a
predetermined character. It is part game, with the milieu
defined and the laws set forth for reader interaction. It is
part game scenario, because the plot is one of variable
paths and the outcome undetermined. The hero can achieve
glorious triumph, ignominious defeat, or manage to arrive
somewhere in between. The "Chosen Path" book is a
"Play Out Your Own Story Line in a Novel", in contrast
to a role-playing game which is "Creste A Shared Setting
for Action-Adventure”, and the game scenario which is
"See if by Playing You Create an Epic Adventure." Each
is separate, interrelated, yet distinct.

Shines the Name is perfect for dl of the above. It takes
the reader a step closer to role-playing games by involve-
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ment and decision. It brings the role-playing game enthusi-
ast into the realms of adventure created by Robert Heinlein.
What science fiction reader or gaming fan could resist such
an opportunity? In my opinion, only those who were un-
aware of such a chance could pass it up! The only thing
better could be more novels in the same setting combined
with a role-playing game and the requisite scenarios . . .
and that too will probably be available in time. Mean-
while, get ready for the fun and excitement offered herein.

This Chosen Path book allows you to adventure within
the milieu of the universe of Starship Troopers, to actively
participate in the story. You solve the problems, overcome
the obstacles, direct the action, and arrive at the conclu-
sion determined by your actions. Perhaps your first reading
and play will result in the tragic demise of your character.
Or, your initiation might bring your character to a non-
heroic conclusion. No matter! Merely chak it up to experi-
ence, take a deep breath, and dart again. There are many
wonderful features about a work such as this. One of the
best is the long-term involvement possble. Unlike a regu-
lar novel, this one can be reread and replayed immedi-
ately, and often too. There are hours of adventure.

For the past decade or so | was too involved with the
cregtion of fantasy materias to have the amount of in-
volvement | desired with the genre of science fiction—my
co-favorite since childhood. That has been changing re-
cently. I've finally managed to write a short story for a
sies cdled "The Fleat,” and some readers will have
seen a science fiction role-playing game which | have
co-cregted this year. In addition to the distinct honor of
being able to introduce a work based on the writing of
Robert Heinlein, it is aso a great pleasure to be in a
position to tell you that the book you have is a whole lot
more than a novel—or even other multiple-choice, branch-
ing-path game books. This Chosen Path Combat Com-
mand Series book is one of outstanding merit and value.

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to you for interactive participation is a science fiction fan's
dream come true.

INTRODUCTION
by Bill Fawcett

You are in command. With a recorded blare of trumpets
accented by a hurriedly barked order, it's off to battle.
Entering the launch area behind you are men, trained
warriors in their armored suits, whose lives depend upon
the decisions you are about to make.

The Combat Command series puts you a the head of
science fiction's toughest soldiers. In this book you com-
mand a squad of Robert Heinlein's Mobile Infantry (M.1.)
on four of their most perilous missions. The Combat Com-
mand books provide one more chance to read about a
well-known science fiction world and its familiar charac-
ters. These books are aso a "game." In each section of
this game book a military decision is described. You are
given the same information you would actually receiveina
real combat situation. At the end of each section is a
number of choices. As the Mobile Infantry's commanding
officer, you give the orders in battles against both the Bugs
and the Skinnies. The consequences of your decision are
described in the next section. When you make the right
decisions, morale improves and you are closer to compléet-
ing your mission. When you make a bad decision, men die
... men who are not going to be available for future
battles.
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FIGHTING BATTLES

This book includes a simple game system that simulates
combat and other military challenges. Playing the game
adds an extra dimension of enjoyment by making you a
participant in the adventure. You will need two six-sided
dice, a pencil, and a sheet of paper to "play” along with
this adventure.

COMBAT VALUES

Each unit is assigned five values. In a Combat Com-
mand book the force you command can consist of space-
ships, armored infantry, mercenaries, or plasma- and
laser-firing atomic tanks. These values provide the means
of comparing the capabilities of the many different military
units encountered in this book. These five values are;

Manpower
This value is the number of separate fighting parts of
your force. Each unit of Manpower represents one man,
one tank, or one spaceship. Casualties are subtracted from
Manpower.

Ordnance
The quality and power of the wespons used by each
M.I. trooper are reflected by their Ordnance value. All
members of a unit commanded will have the same Ord-
nance value. In some cases you may command two or
more units, each with a different Ordnance value.

Attack Strength
This value indicates the ability of the unit to attack an
opponent. It is determined by multiplying Manpower by
Ordnance (Manpower x Ordnance = Attack Strength).
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This value can be different for every battle. It will de-
crease as Manpower is lost and incresse if reinforcements
are received.

Melee Strength

This is the hand-to-hand combat value of each member
of the unit. In the case of a sguad of mercenaries, it
represents the martial-arts skill and training of each man.
In crewed units such as tanks or spaceships, it represents
the fighting ability of the members of the crew and could
be used in an assault on a spaceport or to defend against
boarders. Melee strength replaces the Ordnance val ue when
determining the Attack Strength of a unit in hand-to-hand
combat.

Stealth
This value measures how well the members of your unit
can avoid detection. It represents the individual skill of
each soldier or the ECM of each spaceship; in the case of
the M.1., abit of both. The Stealth value for your unit will
be the same for each member of the unit. You would
employ stealth to avoid detection by the enemy.

Morale

This reflects the fighting spirit of the troops you com-
mand. Success in battle may raise this value. Unpopular
decisions or severe losses can lower it. If you order your
unit to attempt something unusually dangerous, the out-
come may be affected by their morale level. For example,
in a situation where you are Teddy Roosevelt and havejust
ordered the Rough Riders to charge up San Juan Hill, the
directions would read:

Roll two six-sided dice.
If the total rolled is the same as or less than the Rough
Riders Morale value, turn to section 24.
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If the value rolled is greater than their current Morale
value, turn to section 31.

In section 24, the Rough Riders follow you as Teddy
Roosevelt up the hill and into history.

In section 31, they have log faith in you and refuse to
attack.

THE COMBAT PROCEDURE

When your squad of M.1. finds itsdf in a combat situa-
tion, use the following procedure to determine victory or
defeat. This system uses arandom dice roll combined with
the situation itself to determine the casualties on both
sdes. You roll first for yourself and then for the enemy.
The "hero" unit aways fires first unless otherwise stated.

The deps to fight a combat are:

1. Compute the Attack Strength of your unit and the
opposition, (Manpower x Ordnance or Melee
Strength).

2. Turn to the charts at the end of this book that are
given in the description of the battle. These will be
used to determine each side's casualties.

3. Roll two six-sided dice and totd the result.

4. Find the Attack Strength of the unit at the top of
the chart and the total of the dice rolled on the
left-hand column of the chart. The number found
where the column and row intersect is the number
of casualties inflicted.

5. Repeat for your opponent's side, alternating attacks
until al of one side is eliminated.

When you are told there is a combat situation, you will
be given al the information needed for both your command
and their opponent. Also listed are any unusual factors and
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what effect they will have on the battle. All combat is
resolved by adice roll and the charts included at the end of
this book.

Here is an example of a complete combat:

Hammer's Slammers have come under fire from a force
defending a ridge that crosses their line of advance. Alois
Hammer has ordered your company of tanks to attack.

Sammers fire using Chart B.

Localsfire using Chart D with an Ordnance value of 3
and Manpower of 12 (this will give them an Attack Strength
of 36).

Aftt)ar three rounds of fire, the local force's morale
breaks and the battle ends with their surrender.

To begin, you attack first and roll two 4s for a tota of
8. The current Attack Strength of your Sammers is 64.

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Read down to the 60-70 Attack Strength column until
you get to the line for a dice roll of 8. The result is 4
casualties inflicted on your opponents by your company.

Subtract these casualties from the opposing force before
determining their Attack Strength. (Combat is not simulta-
neous.) After subtracting the 4 casualties you just inflicted
on them, the enemy has a remaining Manpower vaue of 8
(12-4 = 8). This gives them aremaining Attack Strength
of 24 (8 x 3 = 24). Roll two six-sided dice for the
opposing force's attack and determine the casudties they
cause your Slammers company. Subtract these casualties
from your Manpower total on the record sheet. This ends
one "round" of combat. Repeat the process for each
round. Each time a unit receives a casualty, it will have a
lower value for Attack Strength. There will be that many
fewer men, tanks, spaceships, or whatever firing.

Continue alternating fire rolls, recalculating the Attack
Strength each time to account for casualties, until one side
or the other has logt dl of its Manpower or specia condi-
tions (given in the text) apply. When this occurs, the battle
is over. Losses are permanent and losses from your unit
should be subtracted from their total manpower on the
record sheet. You, the commander, are dways the last
casualty taken and so can be the sole survivor.

SNEAKING, HIDING,
AND OTHER RECKLESS ACTS

To determine if a unit is successful in any attempt
relating to Stealth or Morae, roll two six-sded dice. If the
total rolled is greater than the value listed for the unit, the
attempt fails. If the total of the two dice is the same as or
less than the current value, the attempt succeeds or the
action goes undetected. For example:

Rico decides his squad of Mobile Infantry (M.1.) will
try to penetrate the Bug hole unseen. M.1. have a Stedlth

value of 8. A roll of 8 or less on two six-sded dice is
needed to succeed. The dice are rolled and the result isa 4
and a 2 for atotal of 6. They are able to avoid detection by
the Bug guards.

If al of this is clear, then you are ready to turn to
section 1 and take command. If you'd like another exam-
ple of play, read on: You ae in command of a ten-man
U.S. Army patrol in France, World War 11, fall 194 ...
fade to the distant sound of artillery fire.

This squad has an initial Attack Strength of 40 (4 X
10) in afirefight. It has an initial Attack Strength of 50 in a
hand-to-hand melee (5 x 10).

Your squad is ordered to penetrate enemy lines to deter-
mine if a battery of artillery is conceded in the village of
Soissons. There are no known German positions and the
front is still fluid. You have crossed into Nazi-controlled
territory and have been directed to turn to section 38.
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You walked a long way since Omaha Beach and your
feet were sore. As the squad moved through the last of the
pickets you signaled for Corey Roberts to take the point.
The trooper freed his Ml and trotted on ahead. The sun
had just risen; the air was filled with the acrid odor of
cordite from our own artillery. Somewhere, a few miles in
the rear, you could hear the roar of a battery firing on
some unseen target. Everyone hoped it would distract the
Nazis, but knew better.

The next few hundred yards were uneventful. The front
was new here. Neither Sde had had time to establish a
continuous line. Suddenly Lewis whispered an urgent com-
mand and everyone froze. Up ahead Roberts was crouched
behind a tree and gestured a a clump of bushes a few
yards ahead of him.

After a few tense moments you could see the first
German as he emerged from the bushes. Moments later
three more followed. All were armed with submachine
guns and wore the black uniforms of the SS. They were
moving very cautiously. The Germans didn't agppear to
have spotted you.

Ifyou attack the German patrol, turn to section 41.

Ifyou try to remain concealed and let them pass, turn to
section 42.

The Americans attack on Chart B.
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The Germans fire back on Chart D. Their submachine
guns have a firepower of 6, giving them an initial Attack
Strength of 24.

Ifyou win the battle, turn to section 55.
Ifyou are defeated, turn to section 29.

The American patrol attacks first. You roll two six-sided
dice and total them. They are a 4 and 3 for a tota of 7.
Looking down the column for an Attack Strength of 40
until you reach the row for a dice roll of 7, we se you
killed 2 of the Nazis.

The reader would then roll for the 2 remaining Ger-
mans' return fire. In this case he rollsa 4 and a 5 for a
total of 9. Since each German with an SMG has an Ord-
nance value of 6, this gives the two men a remaning
Attack Strength of 12 (2 x 6). Looking in the 1-20
column of Chart D next to the 9, we s they cause 1
casualty. One man is subtracted from the Manpower of the
American patrol, leaving a total now of 9 men and an
Attack Strength of 36 (9 X 4 = 36, as the Ordnance vaue
of the remaining men never changes).

This completes one round of combat.

A second round is then begun with the Americans again
firing first. Two six-sided dice are rolled for a total of 10.
Checking on Chart B in the 30-40 column for aroll of 10,
we find that this fire was sufficient to kill 3 more Nazis.
As only 2 remained, the combat is over immediately (there
being no return fire from the SS troopers as they are al
dead). The combat is over and you would turn to section
55.
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42—

Roll two six-sided dice. If the totd is 9 or less, turn to
section 46.

If the totdl is greater than 9, turn to section 47.

Here you are trying to remain undetected and so will
rolling against the squad's Stealth value, which is 9. Any
total except a 10, 11, or 12 would indicate success. If the
two dice were to roll a 5 and a 2 for a total of 7, your
patrol will escape detection. You would then turn to sec-
tion 46 and continue the mission.

It is now time for you to assume command of your own
sguad of Mobile Infantry. Good luck, trooper.

Turn to section 1.

THE COMBAT CHARTS

After you have made a decision involving a battle, you
will be told which chart should be used for your unit and
which for the enemy. The chart used is determined by the
tactical and strategic situation. Chart A is used when the
unit is most effective and Chart G when least effective.
Chart A represents the effectiveness of the Sioux at Little
Bighorn and Chart F, Custer. Chart G represents the equiv-
aent of classic Zulus with aseiges (spears) versus modern
Leopard tanks. Even a very small force on Chart A can be
effective, while even a large number of combatants attack-
ing on Chart G are unlikely to have much effect.
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STANDARD TROOP VALUES
STARSHIP TROOPERS

All Mobile Infantry (M.l.) have the following values un-
less otherwise specified:

Ordnance: 7 Melee: 5 Morde: 9

All Bug warriors have the following values unless other-
wi se specified:

Ordnance: 3 Melee 4 Morae: N/A

All Skinny troops have the following values unless other-
wise specified:

Ordnance: 3 Melee 3 Morde: Varies 25

The low Skinny morale means they will often break off a
firefight after just a few rounds of combat.
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"Peolo! Head for the beacon. On the bounce!"

Julian sngpped the command, jumped, loaded his rocket
launcher, shut off the helmet tactical display, and took a
visual sighting with hisinfrared snooper. Hisfinger squeezed
the launcher trigger twice. The rocket leapt toward its
target as Julian hit the top of his bounce.

That takes care of the Bug reserves headed Paolo's way,
Julian thought. In five seconds, they'll be just so much
radioactive dust, caught up in atwo-kiloton fireball. Blast
Paolo, anyway. He knows better than to lag behind, espe-
cially on an emergency hit-and-run drop. Discipline . . .
discipline is the key to any successful military operation.
Discipline is what Paolo lacks, and discipline is what
Paolo will have to get. But therell be plenty of time to
take care of that once we're off Birgu and back aboard the
good ship Colonel Bowie.

Plenty to worry about without Paolo. This drop has been
a fiasco from the beginning. Next item: be sure Brennan
has the specia talent headed toward the beacon. Julian
switched back to tactical display and heaved a sigh of
relief as his helmet radar showed Brennan less than one
mile from theretrieval point. He reloaded the rocket launcher
with his lag atomic, fired, and hit the ground in one
motion, rolling to avoid the shock wave from his two-
kiloton present to the Bugs. As soon as the wave passed
over, he took another bounce, visually scanning for any
local opposition.

Five seconds gone, and still no answer from Paolo!

The last thought knocked al others from Julian's mind.
He was at the top of his bounce, and had visual sighting of .
Wade and Sutu in full retreat toward the retrieva point. He

was just beginning to feel that the squad might make it
through this disaster when surprise turned to rage at Paolo's
insubordination.

"Paplo! Answer me now, soldier!" Julian barked.

"Julian! Roll! Incoming!"

Wade's voice was a half-second too late. The shock
from the bomb caught Julian halfway down, and he tum-
bled out of control to the ground.

"Squad leader down! Sutu—you have the bearing?'

"I've got it. Make the pickup. I'm laying down flamer
cover."

Julian rolled face-up in time to see Sutu's flamer incin-
erate two Bugsless than fifteen yards from his own sprawled
body. Wade was already bounding toward him, the HE
bombs pouring from the Y -rack on his back in adangerously
tight pattern.

"Julian, 1I'm coming for pickup. Stay steady!"

By the time Wade's words registered, Julian had red-
ized the situation. In his surprise and anger at Paolo, he
had jumped into the middle of a Bug counterattack. Bug
warriors were boiling out of the ground all around him,
and he'd been so angry, he hadn't even noticed. The blast
that had knocked him down had been a bomb launched by
the dert Wade into the Bug mass. The explosion that
downed him had saved his life.

"Wade, back out. I'm okay. Sutu, cover Wade out of
this mess. Both of you, head for the retrieval point. Boat
lands in seventy-five seconds. Remember, getting Bren-
nan's gpecia talent on board has top priority. 1'm going
after Paolo. And, Wade . . . thanks."

Julian was in the air again in four seconds. During those
seconds he learned to be thankful for the efficiency of
powered armor and the wonderful area effects of the hand
flamer. Above all, he was grateful for the tenacious, bull-
dog stubbornness of boot camp instructor Sergeant Zim,
who had literally beaten the manly art of hand-to-hand
combat into the very synapses of Julian's central nervous
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system.Yes, indeed, Julian thought as he dropped a hand
climb down the last Bug hole, every bruise was worth it.

Now to find Paolo. He still hadn't answered verbally,
and didn't show on the radar tactical display. Great. An-
other situation not covered by the book. Julian bounced
toward Peaolo's last radar fix, covering the flat, dusty
ground at ten yards per second and feeling every precious
one of those seconds slipping away.

Every man in the Mobile Infantry knows that, in com-
bat. seconds are the most precious things in the universe.
In the words of Captain John Rico, "... seconds are
jewels beyond price in combat. While off the ground in a
jump, you can get arange and bearing, pick atarget, talk
and receive, fire a weapon, reload, decide to jump again
without landing, and override your automaticsto cut in the
lets again. You can do al of these things in one bounce,
with practice.” Julian had had plenty of practice.

What Rico didn't mention is that every single M.I. had
better make the best possble use of every one of those
seconds, because there comes a point in every M.1. hit-and-
run operation when time is on the enemy's side. While the
M .I. are bouncing around in powered armor, sowing havoc
and destruction, the enemy's defenses are responding: lo-
cating the M.l., assessing their strength and probable ob-
jective, deploying stronger forces to intercept and destroy
the raiders. It isn't enough for the M.l. to get in unde-
tected and hit their objective. They have to get in and hit
that objective fast. Every second after contact with the
enemy, their chances of getting out again go down.

That's not all. The situation is worse when the enemy is
the Bugs, an intelligent cross between insect and arachnid.
Bugs don't live on the ground; they live under it, deep
under it in extensive tunnel mazes. When they take over a
planet, the surviving native population stays on the surface
as a captive labor force and potential target for Terran

Federation attacks, while the Bug overlords and occupying
forces are secure deen underaround = There aren't manv
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ways for a raiding force to know where the Bugs are |
located, where their tunnels run, where their strength lies. |
Worse, the Bugs can make new tunnels with amazing
gpeed. A few minutes after the M.I. hit the ground, their
drop zone can be swarming with Bug warriors boiling out
of new holes on the planet's surface.

Bug warriors are implacable foes. They don't know
pain, they don't know fear, they never break and run. At
least, from a soldier's perspective these are the facts. The
scientigts on Terra may learn more about the Bugs some-
day. Maybe the ugly black things do have feelings, but as
far as a soldier is concerned, they might as well be robots.
A Bug warrior can be burned, blown in half, or beaten to
a squished pulp. The thing'll keep coming, even if it's the
last one left of its unit. It absolutely will not quit. It was
born and bred for only one purpose, tokill M.1. or dietrying.

The brain-caste Bugs are a separate type dtogether. They
stay deep below the surface and direct operations. No one
knows how they communicate with the warriors, but this
type of hive animal division of labor makes it almost
impossible to disrupt a Bug chain of command. The only
way to do it is to go underground, root out the brains.
Dangerous work. So far, no one has written the book on
how to do it; no one who's gone down a Bug hole has
lived long enough.

A human chain of command, on the other hand, can be
disrupted easily. In theory, there's always the next man
down the line, ready to take over if the man giving the
orders buys the farm. Sometimes it works that way. But
given human nature, no matter how intensively trained,
sometimes it doesn't. Unlike Bugs, humans can panic,
rout, or become gripped by fear. They can let fear drive them
to teke the absolutely worst possble course of action in
acombat situation.

Maybe that's what happened to Paolo, Julian mused as
he dosd on that lest radar fix. Worse yet, heres my
squad, less than sixty seconds left to retrieva, and the

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sguad leader is out bounding around headed heaven knows
where because discipline has aready started to break down.
There goes the chain of command!

Not enough that my first time out as a squad commander
had to be a specid emergency drop. Not enough the
battalion's drop was spotted by the Bug sensors right
away. Nothing like sitting helpless in your drop capsule
while the atmosphere burns away its skins like layers of an
onion, and Bug missiles are homing in with deadly accu-
racy. Not enough that our squad was the only one to land
without casualties, and so pulled the big mission assign-
ment, retrieval of a specid missions agent who had to get
off this piece of rock before he became Bug bait. Nope. |
had to get Paolo, too.

At least the mission is going to be successful, assuming
the survivors make the retrieval boat, assuming the re-
trieval boat doesn't get blasted on the way to the mother
ship, and assuming the good old Colonel Bowie gets away
without being atomized. Hope it's worth it, al for one
gpecid talent. Seems like a lot of trouble to retrieve one
man from a Bug-infested planet, even if he can sense out
Bug tunnels from the surface and map them in his mind.
Julian hoped the specia talent's mind was still intact as
Brennan carried the non-armored man to the retrieval point.

Julian's old squad had succeeded in retrieving the
specia talent in the recent botched drop on Birgu. This
demonstrated some leadership potential on Julian's part.
He was tapped to lead the almost-suicide mission.

Morale: Subtract 1 from the last recorded value for
Julian's old squad. The new squad will have
heard about him, so the old squad's Morae value
transfers to the new sgquad. The Morale is being
lowered by 1 to reflect the rookie status of this
unit.

Julian rolled as he hit the ground, released the final
chute's cords, and sprang to his feet.

Someone shouted something in Skinny talk, and what a
second before was a milling mass of gawking, silent civil-
ians suddenly became a bloodthirsty mob! The Skinnies
were coming for him, dozens of them. There's no choice
but to fight, Julian thought, and it'll be hand to hand.
They're too cdose now even to use the flamer.

Julian is alone; his Attack Srength is therefore only 4.
Julian fights using Chart B.

Five Sinnies per round try to bring Julian down. As
civilians, each Skinny has a Melee value of 1. The Skinnies
fight using Chart F.

All Sinny casualties are immediately replaced from the
mob at the start of the next round.

IfJulian becomes a casualty in thefirst three rounds, go to
section 29.

If Julian is gtill alive after threefull rounds, go to section
30.

"Woczinski, take charge of Miller and Estrada. Knock
out that air-defense gun position, then meet me at Bridge
One" Julian ordered. "LeClerc, we head north to the
east end of the bridge. Advance by alternating bounces.
By the numbers. One!"

Julian readied his HE rocket launcher as LeClerc sailed
past overhead. A rocket leapt from LeClerc's launcher.

"Two!" shouted Julian. He bounded over LeClerc.
"Careful with those rocket launchers; we want to take that
bridge intact.

Issuing orders while bouncing northward, roughly paral-
lel to the river, Julian let fly some rockets and bombs,
creating as much chaos as possible.

"LeClerc. There aren't any good targets in the park.
Shift your Y-rack to scatter bombs in the warehouse region
west of the river. Lay any rocket fire into the industrial
region to the north of us, but don't hit the rea target yet."

A few bounces later, Julian saw the low ridges on his
side of the bridge. He dso spotted Woczinski, Miller, and
Estrada, bouncing toward the west end of the bridge.

The first M.I. hit is LeClerc, but he is only wounded and
does not die until Julian is killed.

Continue the fight until all combatants on one side or the
other are dead.

If Julian and LeClerc are killed, go to section 29.

If all the SKkinnies are killed, go to section 31.
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Better to risk the exposure and move on the bounce,
Julian thought. It's faster that way, and that patrol 1 saw
on the way down is aready on the move.

"Squad, move on the bounce! You, west of the river,
stay on the rooftops; the civilians in the streets will dow
you down too much. LeClerc, alternate bounces with me.
All others, aternate bounces, and set those buildings burn-
ing as you leave them. Make it look like a typical raid."

Even as he gave the orders, Julian analyzed the redl
problem. The squad is split: three men are west of the
river, and the river is too wide to cross in one bounce.

Julian studied his memory of the map, implanted in his
mind by hours of study and hypnotic reinforcement.

And he provided us with some good informa-
tion. We have reason to believe there's a major Bug
manufacturing and storage facility underground on Birgu.
We bdlieve the Skinnies ship laser weapons to the Bugs for
storage there, and we intend to destroy the entire facility.”

Look at Map 3 as you read on.

"Heres a map of the area we'll hit and our general
plan. Well be part of an even larger operation—taking out
this particular facility is just our platoon's job—but infor-
mation on this mission is drictly on a need-to-know
basis.

"Now, our platoon will land here, in Area A. The first
section will sweep slowly in a northwesterly direction
toward that concentration of known Bug holes.
