The majority of Terrans were six-legged. They had territorial squabbles and
politics and wars and a caste system They also had sufficient intelligence to
survive on that barren boondocks planet for several billions of years.

We are not concerned here with the majority of Terrans. W are concerned with a
tiny mnority-the donmesticated primtes who built cities and wote synphonies
and invented things like tic-tac-toe and integral calculus. At the tine of our
story, these primates regarded thensel ves as the Terrans. The six-| egged
majority and other life-forms on that planet hardly entered into their thinking
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at all, nost of the tine.

The donesticated primates of Terra referred to the six-legged mgjority by an
insulting nane. They called them "bugs."

There was one species on Terra that lived in very close synbiosis with the
domesticated primates. This was a variety of donesticated canines called dogs.
The dogs had | earned to achieve a rough sinmulation of guilt and renorse and
worry and ot her donesticated prinate characteristics

The donesticated prinmates had | earned how to achi eve simulations of |oyalty and
dignity and cheerful ness and ot her canine characteristics.

The primates clained that they | oved the dogs as nuch as the dogs | oved them
Still, the primates kept the best food for thenselves. The dogs noticed this,
you can be sure, but they loved the primtes so nuch that they forgave them
One dog becane fanous. Actually he and she was a group of dogs, but they becane
renowned col |l ectively as Pavl ov's Dog.

The t hing about Pavlov's Dog is that he or she or they responded nechanically to
mechani cally adm nistered stinuli. Pavlov's Dog caused sone of the donesticated
primates, especially the scientists, to think that all dog behavior was equally
mechani cal . This nmade them wonder about other mammal s, including thensel ves.
Most prinmates ignored this philosophical challenge. They went about their

busi ness assumi ng that they were not nechani cal

The fact that plutoniumwas mssing originally |leaked to the press in the

m d-1970s. At first there was a minor wave of panic anong those given to
worryi ng about such matters, and there was even sone churlish grunbling about a
governnent so inconpetent that it couldn't keep track of its own weapons of

megadeat h.
But then a year passed, and another, and soon five years had passed, and then
nearly a decade; and the nissing plutoniumwas still nissing but nothing really

drastic had happened.

Terran primates, being a sinpleninded, sleepful race, sinply stopped worrying
about the subject. The triggering nmechani smof the nobst destructive weapon ever
devi sed on that backward planet was in unknown hands, true; but that was really
not nuch nore unsettling to contenplate than the fact that nmany of the known
hands whi ch had enjoyed access to plutonium bel onged to persons who were not in
all respects reasonable nen. (See Terran Archives: Reagan, Ronald WIson, career
of .)

The primate phil osophy of that epoch was sunmed up by one of their popul ar
heroes, M. Satchel Paige, in the aphorism "Don't |ook back-something m ght be
gaining on you." It was a confortabl e phil osophy for sleep-Iloving people.

The use of atom c weapons was wi dely blaned on a prinmate naned Al bert Einstein.
Even Einstein hinself had agreed with this opinion. He was a pacifist and had
suf fered aboni nabl e pangs of consci ence over what had been done with his
scientific discoveries.

"l shoul d have been a plunber," Einstein said just before he died.

Actual ly the discovery of atom c energy was the result of the work of every
scientist, craftsman, engineer, technician, philosopher, and gadgeteer who had
ever lived on Terra. The use of atonic energy as a weapon was the result of all
the political decisions ever nade, fromthe time the vertebrates first started
conmpeting for territory.

Most Terran primates did not understand the nultiplex nature of causality. They
tended to think everything had a single cause. This sinple philosophic error was
so widespread on that planet that the prinmates were all in the habit of giving
thensel ves, and other prinmates, nore credit than was deserved when things went
well. This nade themall inordinately conceited

They al so gave thensel ves, and one another, nore blanme than was deserved when
things went badly. This gave themall junbo-sized guilt conpl exes.

It is usually that way on prinmitive planets, before quantum causality is
under st ood.

Quantum causal ity was not understood on Terra until physicists solved the
Schr édi nger's Cat riddle.

Schr édi nger' s Cat never becane as fanpbus anpong the prinmate nmasses as Pavlov's
Dog, but that was because the cat was harder to understand than the dog.
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Pavl ov' s Dog coul d be understood in sinple nmechani cal netaphors. To understand
Schrédi nger's Cat you needed to first understand the equations of quantum
probability waves. Only a few primates were smart enough to read the equations,
and even they couldn't understand them

That was because the equations seened to say that the cat was dead and alive at
the same tine.

Every character in this book | ooks like Pavliov's Dog froma certain angle. If
you | ook at himor her a different way, however, you'll see Schrddinger's Cat.
As early as 1976, a group of Chicago paranoi ds known as the N hilist Anarchist
Horde (NAH) printed up a single-page broadside on how to manufacture an atomc
weapon. They sent this, in envelopes with no return address, to all the nost
hostil e and enbittered individuals and groups in the United States. NAH regarded
this mailing as both a joke and a warning, and refused to face the fact that it
was al so an incitement.

NAH had al ready put out bunper stickers saying things |ike:

REG STER CAPI TALI STS, NOT GUNS

and:

HONK | F YOU RE ARMED
and:

EAT THE RI CH

And they even had a rubber stanp which they used to decorate subway
advertisenents with the Nihilistic nessage: ARM THE UNEMPLOYED: RIOT IN THE LOOP
ON NEW YEAR S EVE

But they really outdid thenselves with the build-your-own atom ¢ weapon sheet,
which was titled "Hobbysheet #4" and | ooked |ike this:

HOBBYSHEET #4 in a series of 30. Collect 'emall

A SI MPLE ATOM C BOMB FOR

THE HOVE CRAFTSMAN

There is nothing conplex about an Atomic (or Fission) Bonb. If enough fission
mat erial (Uranium 235 or Plutonium 237) is brought together to forma critica
mass, it will explode. The trick is to put the pieces together fast enough to
get a decent blast before the bonb blows itself apart. This can be done quite
sinmply by neans of ordinary explosive as shown bel ow.

It was later estimated that the N hilist Anarchist Horde, nost of whom were
living on Welfare, were able to nmail out only 200,000 of these over the
four-year period (1976-80) before they grew bored with the project.

Nonet hel ess, nany of the equally paranoid and hostile persons who received this
mai | i ng had access to Xerox nachines and were as desperate as the nenbers of NAH
itself. It was later determ ned that by 1981 there were over 10,000, 000 copi es
of "Hobbysheet #4" in circulation. Eventually one of themreached the PCE group,
who were ready for an idea |like that.

The planet as a whol e continued to drowse.

The original title of the greater part of what we have collected in this book
under the title Schrddinger's Cat was The Universe Next Door. The book of that
nane was begun as a sequel to |llumnatus!, but after several editors in a row
suffered psychotic breakdowns while reading it, publishers defensively ordered
that any ms. with that title, from Robert Anton W/I son, should be returned
unopened.

"Peopl e generally do not want a new form of prose fiction to replace the
hackneyed 'novel," " WIlson wote in a letter to his friend Ml acl ypse the
Younger. "There never has been a serious attenpt since Odysseus."

Schr6di nger's Cat Fair Copy #2, according to WIson scholars, incorporates |ater
and still nore bizarre material, the text of which was allegedly dictated to

Wl son by a canine intelligence-"vast, cool, and unsynpathetic"- fromthe system
of the Dog Star, Sirius. Schrédinger's Cat Fair Copy #3 appeared much later, in
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2031, under mnysterious circumnmstances. Some clained, at the tinme, that it had
been received by a trance nmediumto whom W1l son had "broadcast" it after his

mel odramatic departure fromthis world in 1993. Skeptics have al ways insisted
that the alleged mediumactually found it in an old tanmpon box in her attic. A

| egend about the manuscript being recovered fromthe Masonic Auditoriumin San
Franci sco, after the earthquake of 2005, and passed around anbng adepts of
certain occult groups, is probably nythical

Various alternative texts, generally considered forgeries, have circul ated at
intervals and many W1 son schol ars debate heatedly whether this final nms. is, in
fact, totally or even in mgjor part Wlson's work. That two authors at |east are
here represented, often at cross-purposes with each other, is the energing
academi c consensus at this tine.

The present edition incorporates all material that is undoubtedly WIson's,
together with matter of such a Wl sonian and weird character that the present
editor regards it as probably-WI son's-within-reasonabl e-doubt.

It only remains to affirmthat Schrodinger's Cat, contrary to appearances, is
not a nmere "routine" or "shaggy shoggoth story." Despite his sinister reputation
and his well-known eccentricities, WIson was one of the last of the scientific
shamans of the prinmitive, terrestrial phase of the cruel, magnificent Unistat
Enpire. This nmay be hard to understand when nany Establishnment scholars stil
deny that anything like scientific shamanismexisted in the twentieth century,
but it is nevertheless well docunmented that W/lson, Leary, Lilly, Crow ey,

Cast aneda, and nany others pursued rigorous studies in scientific shamanic
research even under the persecution of the "neurol ogi cal police" so
characteristic of that barbaric epoch.* Some have even proposed that
Schrodinger's Cat is actually a manual of shamanismin the formof a novel, but
that opinion is, alnost certainly, exaggerated.

I mMmature hunorists borrow, mature hunorists steal
-mark twain

On Decenber 1, 1983, Benny "Eggs" Benedict, a popular columist for the New

Yor k* News- Ti mes- Post, sat down to conpose his daily essay. According to his
usual procedure, he breathed deeply, rel axed every nuscle, and gradually forced
all verbalization in his brain to stop. Wen he had reached the void, he waited
to see what would float up to fill the vacuum What surfaced was:

One nonth to go to 1984.

Benny | ooked at the cal endar; what happened next woul d be portrayed by a
cartoonist as a light bulb flashing on over his head. He began poundi ng the
typewiter, conparing the actual situation of the world with Owell's fantasy.
*@Gal actic Archives: New York was an independent city-state in the northwest of
Unistat. It was noted for its nal odorous stockyards, its vast notion-picture

i ndustry, and a huge phallic nonunent dedicated to "Washington," a fertility god
who allegedly slept in nearly every part of the Unistat, usually with human
worren, bringing forth such sem divine progeny as the gigantic Paul Bunyan, the
patriotic General Mdttors, the trickster-god Ni xon, and the benign M ckey Myuse,
who began as a totemof the city of Disneyland and eventually becane the
principal divinity of all Unistat.

Hi s col um, headed "One Month to Go," was read by nearly 10,000, 000 people, the
News- Ti mes- Post being the only surviving daily paper available to the 20,000, 000
citizens of the six boroughs of New York City. Nine mllion of the 10,000, 000
readers were a little bit paranoid, this being the natural ecological result of
crowdi ng that many primates into such a congested space, and nost of them agreed
with the npbst pessinmistic portions of Benedict's estinmation of Orwell's accuracy
as a prophet.

"One nonth to go to 1984" becane a catchphrase to conclude or answer anybody's
conpl ai nt about anything. "One nonth to go to 1984"-soon you heard it

everywhere; it reached Chicago by Decenber 10, San Francisco by Decenber 14, was
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even quoted in Bad Ass, Texas, on Decenber 16

By Decenber 23 the London Economist printed a very scholarly article on world
history from 1949, when Owell's book was published, to the present, enunerating
dozens of parallels between Owell's fiction and the planet's nightmare.

In Paris a pronminent Existentialist, in an interviewwith Paris Soir, argued
that living inside a book, even a book by an English nasochist |ike Owell, was
better than living in reality. "Art has neaning but reality has none," he said
cheerful ly.

The six-legged majority on Terra were never consulted when the donesticated

pri mates set about buil ding weapons that could destroy all life-forns on that

pl anet. This was not unusual. The fish, the birds, the reptiles, the flowers,
the trees, and even the other manmals weren't allowed to vote on this issue.
Even the wild primates weren't involved in the decision to produce such weapons.
In fact, the najority of donmesticated prinmates thensel ves never had a say in the
matter.

A handful of al pha nal es anong the | eadi ng predator bands anpong the donesticated
pri mat es had made the decision on their own. Everybody el se on the

pl anet -incl udi ng the six-1egged majority, who had never been involved in primte
politics-just had to face the consequences.

Most of the donesticated prinmates of Terra did not know they were primates. They
t hought they were sonething apart fromand "superior" to the rest of the planet.
Even Benny Benedict's "One Month to Go" colum was based on that illusion. Benny
had actually read Darwin once, in college a long tinme ago, and had heard of

sci ences |ike ethol ogy and ecol ogy, but the facts of evolution had never really
regi stered on him He never thought of hinself as a primate. He never realized
his friends and associates were prinmates. Above all, he never understood that
the al pha mal es of Unistat were typical |eaders of prinmate bands. As a result of
this inability to see the obvious, Benny was constantly alarnmed and terrified by
t he behavior of himself, his friends and associ ates and especially the al pha

mal es of the pack. Since he didn't know it was ordinary prinmate behavior, it
seened just awmful to him

Since a great deal of prinmate behavior was considered just awful, nost of the
donesticated primates spent nost of their tinme trying to conceal what they were
doi ng.

Sone of the prinmates got caught by other primates. Al of the primates lived in
dread of getting caught.

Those who got caught were call ed no-good shits.

The term no-good shit was a deep expression of primate psychol ogy. For instance,
one wild primate (a chinpanzee) taught sign | anguage by two donesticated
primates (scientists) spontaneously put together the signs for "shit" and
"scientist" to describe a scientist she didn't |ike. She was calling him
shit-scientist. She al so put together the signs for "shit" and "chi npanzee" for
anot her chi npanzee she didn't |ike. She was calling himshit-chinpanzee.

"You no-good shit," donesticate primates often said to each ot her

Thi s nmetaphor was deep in primte psychol ogy because prinates mark their
territories with excretions, and sometines they threw excretions at each other
when di sputing over territories.

One prinate wote a | ong book describing in vivid detail how his politica

enem es shoul d be punished. He inmgined themin an enornous hole in the ground,
with flanes and snmoke and rivers of shit. This prinmte was naned Dante

Ali ghieri.

Anot her prinate wote that every primate infant goes through a stage of being
chiefly concerned with biosurvival, i.e. food, i.e. Monmie's Titty. He called
this the Oral Stage. He said the infant next went on to a stage of |earning
manmel i an politics, i.e. recognizing the Father (al pha male) and his Authority
and territorial demands. He called this, with an insight that few prinates
shared, the Anal Stage.

This primate was naned Freud. He had taken his own nervous system apart and
exam ned his conponent circuits by periodically altering its structure with

neur o- cheni cal s.

Anmong the anal insults exchanged by donesticated primtes when fighting for
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their space were: "Up your ass,”" "Go shit in your hat," "You're full of shit,"
"Take it and stick it where the noon doesn't shine," and nmany ot hers.

One of the nost admred al pha males in the Kingdom of the Franks was Genera
Canbronne. General Canbronne won this adulation for the answer he once gave when
asked to surrender at Waterl oo.

"Merde," was the answer Ceneral Canbronne gave

When primates went to war or got violent in other ways, they always said they
were about to knock the shit out of the eneny.

They al so spoke of dunpi ng on each other

The primates who had mined Unistat with nuclear bonbs intended to dunp on the
other prinmates real hard.

Benny Benedict's entire phil osophy of |life had been shaped by an obscene novel,
a nurder, and a Boston Cream Pie

The novel was called Odysseus and the nobst shocking thing about it, aside from
the searing indecency of its |anguage, was that it had been witten by a fanous
theol ogi an, Rev. Carl Gustav Jung of Zurich, Switzerland. Nobody had known what
to nmake of the book when it was first published, except to fulmnate against it.
The story, in fourteen chapters, recounted fourteen hours in a very ordi nary day
as sone staggeringly ordinary characters wandered about Zurich on
extraordinarily ordinary business. Wien Jung reveal ed that the fourteen chapters
corresponded to the fourteen Stations of the Cross, conservative critics added
bl aspheny to their charges against him Later-nmuch | ater-acadeni c exegetes
adopt ed Odysseus as the very nodel of a nodern novel and wote endl ess studies
proving that it was an allegory on everything fromthe evol ution of
consciousness to the rise and fall of civilizations.

Benny coul dn't understand nuch of what these acadenmic critics wote, but he knew
that Odysseus was, to him the only book that really succeeded in naking the
daily seem profound. That was enough of an achi everment to convince himthat Jung
was a genius. It also encouraged himto | ook at everything that happened as
bei ng marvel ous in one way or another. If Jung's characters, or sone of them
happened to defecate, urinate, nmasturbate, and fornicate during the fourteen
hours, that was not because the theologian was trying to wite pornography, but
because the mracle of daily life could not be showmn without all of its daily
details. Benny didn't give a flying Philadel phia fuck about the novel's
parallels with the Odyssey and the Stations of the Cross, which Jung adnitted,
or the other correspondences with body organs, colors, Tarot cards, | Ching
hexagrans, and the romantic triangle in Krazy Kat, which his admrers clained to
have found. The inportant thing about Odysseus was that it denonstrated, alnost
scientifically, that no day was a dull day.

Jung, who regarded hinmself as a better psychol ogi st than the psychol ogi sts-this
was a conceit typical of theol ogians-clainmed to have found three nore circuits
in the nervous system beyond Freud's oral biosurvival circuit and ana

enotional -territorial circuit. Jung said that Odysseus denonstrated also a
semantic-hom nid circuit which created a veil of words between donesticated
primates and their experience, thereby differentiating themfromthe wld
primates. He also clained a specific socio-sexual circuit created by the process
of donestication. And he added a fifth, neurosomatic circuit typical of
mysticismand rusic, which causes primates to feel H gh and spaced-out.

But Benny didn't care about all that. Odysseus, in his mnd, was sinply the book
that described life the way it really is, without sentinent and enotions.

The nurder changed all that. It showed Benny that every day is also a terrible
day, for sonebody.

On July 23, 1981, Benny's nother, a white-haired old |ady of eighty-four, left
the Brooklyn Senior Citizen's Hone where she lived to wal k one block to the
supernmarket. On the way she had her purse snatched and, according to witnesses,
struggled with the thief. She was stabbed seventeen tinmes with a Boy Scout

kni fe. When Benny arrived at the hospital energency room she was al ready dead,
but he got a | ook-a |ong | ook-at her crinmson, nutilated body before the doctor
on duty hustled himout into the hall and shot himfull of tranquilizers.

Benny was crippled psychologically in a way that he could not perfectly
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understand. After all, having reached the fifth decade of his life, he was well
acquainted with grief: in the past ten years he had experienced the deaths of
his father, his older brother, and three close friends. But nurder is not just
another formof grief: it is a nmetaphysical nessage |like Fate knocking on the
door at the begi nning of Beethoven's Fifth. Benny found that the whole world had
turned to very fragile glass. Every police siren, every newscast, every angry
voi ce on the street reminded himthat he bel onged to a dangerously viol ent

speci es. Benny Benedict realized that each m nute, sonewhere in the world,
sonebody was bei ng bashed, beaten, stabbed, shot, slashed, gassed, poisoned,
robbed of Ilife.

He coul d not bear to be al one at ni ght anynore.

The Grinning Sadist began to haunt him

This horrifying i mage had been inprinted upon his neurons by various novies and
TV nel odramas of the sixties and seventies. The Ginning Sadist invaded your
hone, sonetinmes al one and sonetinmes with a horde of equally noronic and vicious
cohorts. You were particularly susceptible if you were blind or a worman or al

al one at night, but sonetines-as in The Dangerous Hours-he would cone with his
brutal crewin the bright daytine. H s business was never sinply burglary,

al though that was part of it; his real interest was in huniliation, terror,
degradation, torture of the body and spirit. And he al ways grinned.

Benny's doctor prescribed Valium 5 ng. before bedtine. It hel ped Benny sl eep;
but when he was awake, every noise still sounded |ike the Ginning Sadist
furtively trying the door.

Benny bought a police |ock. Every noise now sounded |ike the Ginning Sadi st
trying to force a w ndow.

Then, one day | ooking through the old files in the newspaper norgue, Benny found
an interview with Senator Charles Percy given in 1970, two years after the
murder of his daughter. "For the first year after the nurder," Senator Percy
said, "my whole famly lived in terror."

Benny felt a sudden sense of relief. This nust be normal, he thought; it happens
to everybody who's had a nurder close to them And it lasts only a year

But as July 23, 1982, approached, Benny was not energing fromthe terror; it was

growi ng worse. Well, he had been reading up on grief and bereavenent, and he
knew the first anniversary is always a terrible tinme. He found the know edge
hel pful; it gave hima snmall purchase on detachnent. Al so, without his doctor's

consul tation, he had raised his Valiumdosage at bedtine from5 ng. to 15 ny.
and sonetines 25

Then on July 23 itself-the anniversary of the murder- the Ginning Sadist

appear ed.

Benny had been invited to give a talk at the Press Cub on "Lousewart and
Lowered Expectations."” The |uncheon was excellent, but Benny ate little, know ng
that a belch in the nmiddl e of the speech could destroy all conmunication for
several minutes after. When Fred "Figs" Newton began to introduce him (.

"New York's nost beloved daily columist ... an institution for over thirty
years . . ."), Benny felt the usual tw nges of stage fright, began rehearsing
again his first three jokes, gave up on that and concentrated instead on his
mantra (Om mani padnme hum Om mani padnme hum. . .) and was finally in the ideal
state of m xed apprehensi on and urgency out of which the nost rel axed-sounding
public speeches al ways cone.

As the appl ause di ed down, he rose to speak

And he saw the Ginning Sadist coming right at him

He saw the deranged eyes, the cruel nouth, the deliberately ugly clothing (like
a very poor cowboy or a 1960s college student), and the knife in the nmaniac's
hand.

On mani padnme hum .

And then he got the Boston Cream Pie right in the face.

It hadn't been a knife at all: he had inagined a knife when the pie plate was
turned and raised as it was thrown.

Benny stood there, very conscious that he was overwei ght and past fifty, Boston
Cream Pie dripping fromhis face, trying to rem nd hinself that heart

pal pitati ons were not a synptom of heart attack, aware suddenly that the daily
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|'ife of humanki nd was not only marvel ous, as Jung had taught him and terrible,
as the murder had taught him but totally absurd as well, as the Existentialists
m ght have taught him?*

The only one in New York who didn't react enotionally to Benny Benedict's "One
Month to Go" colum was Justin Case, an enbittered, fortyish man who wote
beautifully neaningless filmcriticism Case had not liked the filmof 1984 and
never read books, which he regarded as too ol d-fashioned to be worthy of serious
attention.

"Books were invented by Gutenberg in the fifteenth century and are, like al
other inventions five centuries old, hopelessly archaic," Case often said.
He also liked to categorize books as "linear," "Aristotelian," and, when he was

especially rhetorical, "paleolithic"; he justified this last adjective on the
grounds that books consisted of words, an O d Stone Age invention

Case had a Ph.D. fromYale and a D.D. (D shonorable Discharge) fromthe U S.
Arnmy. He had earned the forner for a thesis on "Metaphor and Myth in the Filns
of the Three Stooges" and the latter for trying to organize a mutiny during the
VietnamWar. His filmecriticismappeared in a journal called Confrontation. His
essays usually began with the sane three words as his Ph.D. thesis-e.qg.,

"Met aphor and Myth in Hitchcock's 39 Steps," "Metaphor and Myth in Beach Bl anket
Bi ngo"-that sort of thing.

There was not nuch of an audi ence for such witing and Justin barely nade a
living. Hs dreamwas to become an editor at Pussycat nmagazi ne, where the big
noney was.

The FBI had been tapping his phone ever since Vietnam and had reels and reels of
hi s conversation, which concerned al nost nothing but films. Neverthel ess, they
kept listening, hoping sonething incrimnating would slip eventually. A nan with
both a Ph.D. and a D.D. was obviously worth attention, even if npobst of what he
said was totally inconprehensible to them

Speci al Agent Tobi as Knight, playing Case's tapes one evening, actually heard a
long rap about Curly being the id or first circuit, Larry the ego or second
circuit, and Mde the superego or Jung's fourth circuit. Things got even nore
confusi ng when Case went on to tal k about the "cinematic continuity in the S-M
di mensi on between Mde and Pol anski." It got even weirder when Case said,

"Pol anski hinself went to Chinatown three times-when his parents were murdered
by the Nazis, when his wife was nurdered by the Manson Fanily, and when he got
convicted of statutory rape. W all go to Chinatown, one way or another, sooner
or later." Still, the Bureau did not give up. Case was sure to say sonething
incrimnating, or at least intelligible to them sooner or |ater

Tobi as Knight had listened to 42,000 hours of "private" conversations since
joining the FBI. Anong other things, this had clearly shown himthat all the
standard primate sexual behaviors were preval ent throughout Unistat. Since

Kni ght, |ike Benny Benedict and nost other two-|egged Terrans, did not know he
bel onged to a mammal species, this primte behavior was profoundly shocking to
him He felt nuch |ike a Methodi st who runs a drugstore in Little Rock-angui shed
that the Sins of his fellows were exceeded only by their Hypocrisy. This nade

hi m Cyni cal

The sane Cynici smwas wi despread in the Bureau. O der hands who had listened to
80, 000 or even 100, 000 hours of "private" conversations were beyond Cynicism
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They had becone paranoid about their fellow prinates.

Tobi as Kni ght hinmsel f would be classified as a no-good shit by nost of the
primates if they knew what he was up to. He was the first pentuple agent in the
hi story of espionage-that is, he had connections with four other Intelligence
Agenci es besides the FBI and was doubl e-crossing all of them

He al so had a wal rus nustache and a jovial eye. He could have been an excell ent
character actor in novies or TV. Everybody |iked himand trusted himon sight.
That was why he was so successful in the cl oak-and-dagger business.

Justin Case suspected that the FBI was tapping his phone. However, 9,000, 000 out
of 20,000,000 primates in New York al so suspected the FBlI of tapping their
phones. Case just happened to be one of the 8,000,000 who were correct in this
suspi ci on.

Case was certainly not a nutineer by tenperanent; his visual cortex-the nost
energi zed part of himwas neurogenetically inprinted with a dry, detached,

anal ytical, alnobst passive, tenperanent. H's world was made up of forns in
space, edited into amusi ng nontages by the passing of tine; if he ever read
books, he might have found that Einstein's Relativity was the nathematica
anal og of his own m nd.

Even paintings barely won his tolerance; only filmand TV, basically nontage,
turned himon. He was inclined to feel that anything which did not flicker,

shi mer, and change rapi dly was probably dead and shoul d be decently and quickly
buri ed.

In short, he was an el ectronic Taoi st.

The Vi et nam War had been punishing in various ways to all Unistaters, but Case,
enbroiled in the center of it, experienced it as very bad TV. It was |ike the
filmhad stuck and Moe kept jabbing his finger in Curly's eye, over and over, in
an infinite regress, until the nmyth and netaphor had both turned neaningl ess

t hrough redundance. If the war wasn't that, it was sloppy editing or just plain
bad taste. The nutiny was the only equivalent he could find to the sinple act of
turning the dial to another channel

He had tried to explain this to the |lieutenant appointed to defend himat the
court-martial, a sly, cat-faced young man naned Li onel Eacher. Lieutenant
Eacher, before entering the service, had been an expert at Contract Law, the

rul es by which the primtes determ ned and marked their territories. Renmenber:
other mammual s do this by | eaving excretions which geonetrically define the size
and shape of the claimed turf, but donesticated primates do it by excreting ink
on paper. Eacher was a | awyer, an expert at proving either that the ink
excretions neant what they said (if he were being paid to prove that) or that
the ink excretions didn't exactly nean what they said (if he were being paid to
prove that).

Li onel Eacher listened to Case's story with growing incredulity. At the end of
the narrative he frowned very thoughtfully and said, "Wuld you just run that by
me agai n?"

So Case had explained, this time in nore detail, the aesthetics of proper
utilization of sadomasochist material in the total structure of Significant
Form

"l see," Eacher said thoughtfully. "I think we've got a winner." He relaxed and
lit a cigarette. "The usual defense is that you were reading the Bible and saw a
white light and Jesus told you to give up war. But this, well, this is
beautiful. You sound like a real fruitcake. | mght even get you a nedica

di scharge. "

Case realized that he was talking to a barbarian, but that was normal in the
mlitary. He had an intuitive sense that twenty years in the joint, which was
what the Judge Adjutant General's office was asking, would be even nore
redundant, in the S-Mdinension, than the war itself. Very well: If a man of
esthetic sensibility seenmed like a fruitcake to these prinitives, so be it. He
wanted to go hone.

Case expl ained his position to the court-martial with great el oquence (part of
what he said he even used later in a critique of The Rocky Horror Show) and they
did, indeed, decide he was a fruitcake. They gave hima D.D., but two nenbers of
the board, he learned | ater, had argued vigorously for a nedical
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The Vietnam War, |ike nost prinate squabbles, was about territory. Chinese
primates, Unistat prinmates, the primtes of the Bear Totem fromthe steppes and
various | ocal Southeast Asian prinmates were trying to expand their
collective-totemegos (territories) by taking over the turf in Southeast Asia.
If they had been wild primtes, they would have all excreted in the disputed
area and naybe thrown excretions at each other; being donesticated prinates,
they made ink excretions on paper and threw netal and chemi cals at each ot her
It was one of a series of runbles over Southeast Asia which had at one tine or
anot her involved Dutch primates, French prinmates, primates of the Rising Sun
totem and various other predator bands.

Since the Unistat primates, |ike other donesticated hom nids, did not know they
were primates, all this was explained by a ferocious anount of ink excretions

i nvoking Morality and |deol ogy, the twin gods of donesticated prinatedom
Basically, the prinmates who wanted to clai m Sout heast Asia said it was "good" to
go in shooting and grab whatever was grabable; the primates who didn't give a
fuck about Southeast Asia said it was "evil."

Di ck- Read nmet hod of natural childbirth.

By the tinme Justin was thirty-six years old, in 1983, the D ck-Read nethod was
as obsol ete as the horse and buggy. Things were noving fast on Terra in that
age.

Nonet hel ess, the Dick-Read natural childbirth yoga was good for its tinme, and
Case had a permanent security inprint on the oral biosurvival circuitry of his
brain. That was one reason he never worried about ethical issues.

When Justin began to crawl about the house and then rose up to wal k up and down
init, his father, a forner alpha male with a |arge corporati on now on the skids
due to booze, found hima pest and a nui sance. Father di sappeared rapidly,
pursued by lawsuits and child maintenance |liens, which harassed himso nmuch that
he drank even nore, earned |less, and was first chronically and then permanently
i ncapabl e of paying a blessed penny to Justin and Justin's Mymy.

Justin was not genetically programred to be an al pha male, but under the
circunstances he learned to do a good imtation of one.

"Momy's Great Big Man," Momy called him

The anal -territorial (old primate) section of Justin's brain took an inprint of
Pr et end- Aut hority.

Then Justin discovered the semantic environnment. He learned to read and watch
TV. The books seened clunsy and sententious conpared to the i nmedi acy of the
tube. He took a visual-electronic inprint on the semantic circuit, |ike npost of
hi s generati on.

Case's sociosexual circuit was inprinted by Playboy, Sexual Revol ution, weed,
Rock, yippies, protest, the Generation Gap, Wnen's Lib, and General Confusion
He was a bachel or who had heterosexual couplings as often as he felt the need,
with the m ni num possi bl e human i nvol venent.

If you're interested in superficialities, he | ooked |ike a gay intellectual or a
coll ege professor or a little bit of both. He already had a bald spot. He
dressed in conservative good taste. And every four years he went to a polling
booth and carefully printed with a heavy felt-tip pen, "NONE OF THE ABOVE. "
This was his one flicker of Social Consciousness.

Case had one Weird Experience in his whole life. It happened in 1973 when he
went to see the fanous nentalist, psychic, escape artist, and conedi an
Cagliostro the Great, at a nightclub called Von Neumann's Catastrophe
Cagliostro began his act with a fewtraditional tricks- being | ocked in one box
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and t hen reappearing out of another at the opposite side of the room that kind
of routine. This was followed by one of his bitingly sarcastic nonol ogues about
the tricksters in other professions, such as the clergy and the government. This
was all as Case had expected fromthe Mst Controversial Mgician in Show Biz

hi story. Then canme the psychic stunts, which were sonetinmes frighteningly

i npressive

"B.W," Cagliostro called out. "WII| you please stand up?" Case saw t he
unbear abl e bore, Blake WIllians, standing at a ringside table.

"B.W," Cagliostro repeated, "you will never finish your twelve-volunme study of
quant um psychol ogy. Not ever, in this universe. The twitches in your |leg from
the polio can be cured by Valerian Root tea. The incident at the Vandivoort
Street incinerator is still haunting you. Your investnents are all wong-there's
no future in space industry. And as for Project Pan, Doctor-Project Pan-

naughty, naughty, naughty!"

Case could see that WIllians had turned pale.

"J.C.," Cagliostro called out suddenly, "don't stand. This is private.
Case squirned, half-afraid, half-skeptical, totally vulnerable. "J.C ,"
Cagliostro repeated, "you have created this novie that you call reality. Stay
out of Chinatown.

We of PCE have organi zed quietly. Qur nunbers are not for publication, nor our
identities. W will not take "credit" for our actions, unlike the \Wather
romantics. W will not recruit new nenbers. We will send no further communi ques
to the press. W will work and study to strike the nost crippling blows possible
agai nst the fasci st nonster.

If you agree with us, do not seek to find us and join us. Do as we have done.

John Brown

Sone readers of The Seed thought this was a put-on. Ohers clained it was the
work of an FBI agent provocateur. A few wondered if POE actually existed, and
what it woul d do.

Everybody, of course, assuned that the initials POE stood for the slogan in the
last line of the letter-"Peace On Earth." They were wong. PCE stood for "purity
of essence." The group had deliberately taken as their nodel General Jack D.

Ri pper in the filmDr. Strangel ove, who | aunches a nuclear war to protect "the
purity of essence of our precious bodily fluids" against fluorides. POE honestly
felt that sanity had failed to save the world and that only insanity renmai ned as
a viable alternative

Nor were they alone in this attitude. The sane year PCE was formed, the Anerican
peopl e el ected Richard M| hous Ni xon to the Wite House, guided by a simlar
gut-level feeling that sonmebody |ike Jack D. Ri pper was needed to confront the
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growi ng chaos of the planet with sone strong counterchaos.*

The real name of the founder of PCE was not "John Brown" of course. That was a
pseudonym

The original John Brown had been a fervent ldealist, which was why PCE admired
him They were all fervent Idealists too

John Brown, notivated by Idealism had set out to abolish slavery in Unistat in
the nineteenth century. On one of his first raids he nurdered a whole fanily of
sl ave owners. An associate, who was |ess ldealistic, had suggested sparing the
children, but John Brown refused.

"Nits grow up to be lice," he said.

I dealists were like that. You were much safer falling into the hands of the
Cyni cs. The Cynics regarded everybody as equally corrupt. That was the attitude
for instance, of Tobias Knight and the other old hands at the FBI

The I dealists regarded everybody as equally corrupt, except thensel ves.

*CGal actic Archives: At the tinme of this story the Unistat government had 1, 700
atom ¢ bonbs for every man, wonan, and child on the planet. Since a person can
die only once, historians have been at a loss to explain what the Unistaters
expected to do with the surplus 1,699 bonbs for each human being. Gal actica
primatol ogi sts informus that sinmilar irrational behavior has been observed
anong donesticated apes on several thousand pl anets.

The six-1egged majority on Terra had never devel oped I dealismor Cynicism nor
had they ever thought of sin or corruption. They had a sinple, pragmatic
out | ook. People could be recogni zed because they all had six |egs. Good people
smelled right and were part of the sane hive or colony. Bad people snelled wong
and were not part of the hive; they should be eaten at once, or driven off.
Two- | egged and four-legged critters weren't people at all and to hell with them
The four-1legged residents of Terra were, for the nost part, equally

si mpl em nded. People had four legs. Six-legged critters were food, or else they
were not worth noticing. Two-legged critters were dangerous, and shoul d be

avoi ded.

Only the dogs, anong all the four-legged Terrans, recogni zed the two-I|egged

pri mates as bei ng peopl e.

Some of the primates al so recogni zed the dogs as being peopl e.

One-tenth of one percent of the domesticated primates recognized all the
life-forms on their planet as people.

The one-tenth of one percent of the prinmates who recogni zed non-prinmates as
people were in violent disagreenment with each other about everything el se. About
one-third of themwere Mystics and suffered from Pernmanent Brain Damage brought
on by fasting, yoga, or other nmasochistic practices. They had attained

under standing of the Intelligence of all living beings through an
ecstatic-agoni zi ng experience of ego |oss brought on by their masochistic
excesses.

The third foundi ng nenber was Munt batten Babbit, who was a cyclica

schi zophrenic. He w gged out once a year, on the average, and had | earned how to
medi cate hinsel f with phenothyazines to keep those periods of Bizarresville down
to a few weeks each, but during those dilations of ego he was likely to be
anybody from Napol eon to a Vi et nanmese Buddhi st. The rest of the year he was a
brilliant research chem st and conputer expert, but it was hard for himto get a
good job because of his several incarcerations in nental hospitals.

Babbit said he was in POE to create a rational world guided by sound scientific
and libertarian-socialist principles. Yeah, he wanted to get even too. The other
primates called hima nut or a fruitcake.

The other nenbers of PCE were equally brilliant and equally desperate.

pep-the Peopl e's Ecol ogy Party-had been founded by Furbish Lousewart V follow ng
the success of his nonunental best-seller, Unsafe Werever You Co.

Lousewart V was a man born into the right tine; his book perfectly reflected al
the foreboding of the late 1970s. Its thesis was sinply that everything science
does is wong, that scientists are very nasty people, and that we need to go
back to a sinpler, nore natural way of |ife. The nessage was perfect for the
time; it was sinply Hitler's National Socialismredone, with only a few m nor

changes.

Where Hitler wote "Jew," for instance, Lousewart wote "scientist." Nobody but
the nost backward deni zens of Bad Ass, Texas, or Chicago, Illinois, was capable
of really getting riled up by the anti-Semtic ploy anynore, and Lousewart had,
with intuitive brilliance, picked the one scapegoat capable of nobilizing rea

fear, rage, and hatred anobng the general popul ation

And Hitler's Wagnerian primtivismwas altogether too Teutonic for young Anmerica
in the 1970s, so Lousewart replaced it with a chic blend of Taoist and
Amerindian primtivism

It didn't matter that scholars pointed out that all of Lousewart's argunents
were illogical and incoherent (his followers despised |ogic and coherence on
principle), and it didn't even matter that he had brazenly lifted nost of his
notions right out of Roszak's Were the Wastel and Ends and Von Dani ken's Gol d of
the Gods. It was a package that had a built-in market. Wth the collapse of the
Republ i can Party after N xon and Ford, there was a void in national politics;
sonebody had to organize a force to challenge the Denocrats, and the People's
Ecol ogy Party noved quickly to capture the turf.

Fur bi sh Lousewart was an expert in Mrality and Ideol ogy; he understood that
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seeki ng out and denounci ng no-good shits was the path by which one coul d becone
| eader of a novenent of the anxious and angry. In short, he had the instincts of
a politician.

The Lousewart phil osophy of asceticism nedievalism and despair was officially
call ed the Revolution of Lowered Expectations.

The Revol ution of Lowered Expectations had not been invented by Furbish
Lousewart. The whol e neurosoci ol ogy of the twentieth century could be understood
as a function of two variabl es-the upward-rising curve of the Revol ution of

Ri si ng Expectations and the downward-pl ungi ng trajectory of the Revolution of
Lower ed Expectati ons.

Year after
year the nmessage was broadcast: There Isn't Enough. The masses were taught that
Terra was a closed system that entropy was increasing, that life was a | osing
proposition all around, and that the majority were dooned to poverty,
starvation, disease, misery, and stupidity.

Most of the people who still had rising expectations were scientists. Wen
Fur bi sh Lousewart realized the political capital to be nmade fromthe Revol ution
of Lowered Expectations, he also realized-thus denonstrating his politica
savvy-that having an opposition neant having a scapegoat group

The scientists were an ideal scapegoat group because they all spoke in
speci al i zed | anguages and hardly anybody coul d understand t hem

The Jews had served this function in earlier ages because they spoke Yiddish
The scientists spoke Mathenati cs.

O course he did not realize it was good fortune at the time-nor did his parents
or his doctors. Nonethel ess, he was anong the lucky few who were treated by the
Sister Kenny method at a time (the early 1930s) when the American Medica
Associ ati on was denounci ng that nethod as quackery and forbiddi ng experi nment
thereon by its menmbers. He was wal king again, with only a slight linp, when he
entered grade school in 1938. The real luck occurred twelve years later, in
1950, when he was eighteen; the linp and the dead muscles in his | ower calves
disqualified himfor mlitary service. The next nman drafted, in his place, had
both testicles bloodily blown off in Korea.

Wl lianms, of course, never knew about this patriotic gelding, but he was well
awar e that various boys his age were having various portions of their anatomny
bl own of f in Korea; being sonewhat phil osophical, he often reflected on the
paradox that the polio (which had been, when it occurred, a physical agony to
hi m and a psychol ogi cal agony to his parents) had preserved himfrom such

mutil ations. Considering that the only continuing effect of the polio was the
slight Iinp, he had to adnit that Nature or God or sonething-or-other had

sneakily done himgreat good while appearing to do himgreat evil. This was a
deci ded encouragenent toward an optim stic attitude toward the seem ngly evi
and made hi mwonder if the universe were not benevolent after all. The guy who

lost his balls in Wllians's place, on the other hand, becane a pronounced
pessim st and cyni c.

Bet ween Korea and Vi etnam while Blake was acquiring first an MS. and then a
Ph.D. in pal eoant hropol ogy, another great good fortune, in the form of another
seem ng evil, came before his eyes. He was wal king in | ower Manhattan; he had
started from Washi ngt on Square, where he and his current girl friend-they were
bot h NYU students-had just had a particularly nasty quarrel right after a

bi ol ogy cl ass. He had wandered far to the west in a nmood of suicidal gl oom such
as young nale prinmates often think they shoul d experience after |osing a sexua
partner. Sonmehow, he wandered onto Vandivoort Street and found hinself at the
Vandi voort Street incinerator. There he saw a nost peculiar sight: a rather
stout man, |ooking |ike he was about to cry, was watching while two younger,

thi nner nen were pouring books out of a truck into the incinerator.

"VWhat the hell?" Blake WIliams asked nobody in particular. It was |ike an old
movi e of Nazi Gernmany. Nobody had told himthat bookburning was now an Anerican
institution.

He approached the stout man, who was the only one of the three who seened
unhappy, and repeated his question. "Wat the hell?" he asked. "I nmean, are you
peopl e burni ng books?"

Later, of course, he learned that the Orgone Institute, headed by Dr. WIhelm
Rei ch, had been investigating human sexuality and had conme to sone highly

unort hodox conclusions. Dr. Reich himself died in prison, Dr. Silvert (Reich's
co-investigator) commtted suicide, the books were burned, and the heresy was
buried. But WIllianms had an entirely new attitude toward the country in which he
lived, the scientific community which had | ooked on and made not a single
gesture to support Dr. Reich and Dr. Silvert, and the omi present rhetoric which
insisted that the Dark Ages had ended many centuries ago.

He renenbered that Sister Kenny, at the tine he and thousands of others were
cured by her polio therapy, had been denounced as a quack by the sane entrenched
medi cal bureaucrats who inprisoned the Orgone researchers. How conveni ent, he

t hought, aghast, to assune that all the injustices happen in other countries and
ot her ages: that Dreyfus nay have been innocent, but the Rosenbergs never; that
Past eur nmay have been right, but not the researcher ostracized fromthe Anerican
Associ ation for the Advancenent of Science-not the professor denied tenure at
our university, not the man in our prison. Blake WIllianms canme to the Geat

Doubt wi thout bitterness but with increased awareness that society is everywhere
in conspiracy against intelligence. On his own, and at sonme expense, he repeated
all of Dr. Reich's experiments and drew his own concl usi ons

"There were only eighteen," he used to say, deliberately cryptic, sucking his

pi pe, deadpan, whenever anybody enthused about scientific freedomin his
presence. If the victiminquired, "Only eighteen what?" Blake would reply, with
the sane deadpan, "Only ei ghteen physicians who signed the petition against the
burni ng of Reich's books in 1957." He was not disappointed in his expectation
that nine out of every ten researchers would angrily reply, "But Reich really
was a quack." The tenth was the only one who woul d ever hear Wllians's rea

t hought s on any subject.

The turning point, however, didn't cone until 1977. It was then that WIIlians
read a book entitled Cosnmic Trigger. The author, a rather too clever fellow
naned Robert An-ton WIson, who wote in a style as opul ent as a Mdsl em pal ace,
claimed to be in comunication with a Higher Intelligence fromthe system of the
dog star, Sirius. He also provided evidence, of a sort, that Al eister Crow ey,

G |. curdjieff, Dr. John Lilly, Dr. Tinmothy Leary, a Flying Saucer contactee
naned CGeorge Hunt W Il ianmson, and the priesthood of ancient Egypt, anpbng others,
had al so been contacted by ESP transmtters fromSirius. Wllianms found that he
actually believed this preposterous yarn. The discovery thrilled him since it
didn't really matter whether the pretentious WIson's ponpous clains were true
or not. What mattered was that he, Blake WIllianms was free at |ast.

(Remenbering: "Free at last, free at last, thank God Almighty, |I'mfree at
last," the tonbstone which had so noved himin 1968.) Despite B.S. and M S. and
Ph.D., Blake WIllianms was free. He did not have to think what other acadenics

t hought. He had somehow | i berated hinmself from conditioned consci ousness.

Project Pan, in a sense, began at that nonent. Blake WIIlianms knew that he was
going to do sonething great and terrible with his newfound freedom and he was
resol ved that, unlike Reich (and Leary and Semmel wei ss and Galil eo and the | ong,
sad list of martyrs to scientific freedon), he would not be punished for it.
"Screw the Earthlings," he said bitterly and with nucho cojones, "I'mw se to
their gane. The trick is to be independent but not to let them know about it."
That night he wote in his diary, "Challenge a renmining taboo." It was that
sinmple.

"Take anybody in the worl d-anybody in this novel,"” Cotex once explained his
theory to a group of skeptical fellow characters. "Like you, Dr. WIllians," he
added, picking out the nbst erudite and wiggy in the crowd, Blake Wllians. "In
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one of the parallel universes, you' re probably not an anthropol ogi st, but naybe
a chemist or something. In another universe, you mght even be a fenal e nusician
instead of a male scientist. And so on. In another universe," Cotex concl uded,

He, or she, along with perhaps a
dozen assistants, had rushed through Croner Gardens at high noon, throw ng crabs
and periw nkles all over the streets. They also threw crabs and periwi nkles into
the fields beside the road. They clinbed high walls to dunp sone of the fish
into gardens and onto the roofs of houses.

It was thorough, painstaking work, and since the Mad Fi shnonger and his, or her,
associ ates acconplished it all at noon on a busy day wi thout being seen, the
citizens of Cromer Gardens clained that the crabs and periw nkles had fallen out
of the sky.

This notion was not acceptable to the scientists of the day, who held it as

Per haps 1983 as a whol e had been too nmuch for him In January one of the biggest
br eakt hr oughs had occurred at Project Pan, and WIlianms and Dashwood had to
reach new hei ghts of el oquence to persuade the other scientists involved that
any premature disclosure could be lethal. At that very tine, they pointed out,
the John Birch Society was staging nmassive sit-ins and protests agai nst the

i ntroduction of anthropology texts to high schools in Orange County.

In February the Governnent Accounting O fice announced that all the gold in Fort

Erwin Schrédinger did a | ot nore than just make up mathematical riddl es about
fictitious cats. H's equations describing subatom ¢ wave nmechani cs, which earned
hi ma Nobel Prize, were anpong the nost inportant contributions to particle
theory in our century. Later, he turned his attention to biophysics and in a
smal | book called Wat Is Life? he offered the first mathematical definition of
the difference between living and dead systens, throwing off as a side
reflection the idea that life is negative entropy. This insight was to trigger
quite a few new ideas in many of his readers, including Norbert Wener of MT
and C aud Shannon of Bell Labs, who got so deep into negative entropy, due to
Schr 6édi nger, that they created mathematical information theory and laid the
foundations of the science of cybernetics, resulting ultimately in the Beast.
Schr édi nger didn't even believe in his own Cat riddle; he had propounded it only
to show that there nust be sonething wong with quantumtheory if it leads to
conclusions like that. Schroédinger didn't |ike quantumtheory because it

pi ctures an anarchi st universe and he was a deternmnist, like his good friend

Al bert Einstein. Thus, even though he had hel ped to create quantumtheory and
used it every day, Schrddi nger kept hoping to find sonmething seriously wong
withit.

The Cat probl em presupposes a Cat, a device of |lethal nature, such as a gun or a
poi son-gas pellet, and a quantum process which will, eventually, trigger the
weapon and kill the Cat. Very sinple. An experinenter, if he wanted to find out
when the device had fired and killed the Cat, would look into the | aboratory
where all this was transpiring and note what actually happened. But- Schr édi nger
points out with some gl ee-nodern physics, if it's all it's cracked up to be,
should allow us to find out what is happening w thout our actually going into
the | aboratory to look. All we have to do is wite down the equations of the
quant um process and cal cul ate when the phase change | eading to detonation will
occur. The trouble is that the equations yield, at mnimm tw solutions. At
any given tinme-say one half hour-the equations give us two quantum ei genval ues,
one of which neans that the Cat is now definitely dead, kaput, spurlos versenkt,
finished, and the other which tells us that the Cat is still alive as you and
ne.

Most physicists preferred to ignore Schrédi nger 's dammed Cat; quantum mechanics
wor ked, after all, and why nmake a big thing about sonething a little funny in
the mat hematics?

Ei nstein |l oved Schroédinger 's Cat because it mathematically denonstrated his own
conviction that subatom c events coul dn't be as anarchistic as wave mechanics
seened to inply. Einstein was a Hi dden Variable nan. He clainmed there nust be a
Hi dden Vari abl e-an I nvisible Hand, as Adam Smith m ght have said-controlling the
seem ngly indeterm nate quantum anarchy. Einstein was sure that the Hi dden

Vari abl e was sonething quite determ nistic and nechani cal, which would be

di scovered eventually. "God does not play dice with the world," he liked to say.
Decade fol |l owed decade and the Hi dden Variabl e remai ned el usi ve.

In the 1970s, Dr. Evan Harris Wal ker solved the Cat paradox (to his own
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sati sfaction) and defined the H dden Variable (to his own satisfaction). The

H dden Variabl e, he said, was consci ousness. There was nuttering in sone
quarters that Wal ker was smuggling pant heisminto physics disguised as quantum
psychol ogy, but many younger physicists-especially the acid-heads-accepted the
Wal ker sol ution.

Prof essor John Archi bal d Wheel er of Princeton found another way of dealing with
the Cat; he took it literally.

ni ghti ngales to Keats's skyl ark, throughout our whol e poetic tradition. Horse
manure, on the other hand, is regarded with revul sion and | oathing. Yet the
sparrows, indifferent to human standards, blithely pick in the manure, seeking
the food they know is there.

Benny went on to assert that he had only been able to see this profundity in the
jingle now, after he had spent six nonths neditating at the Manhattan Zen
Center.

It was probably the | east successful colum Benny ever wote. Virtually nobody
understood it and everybody was bored by it. Some readers even wote protesting
letters conplaining that the colum had been in questionable taste.

Benny was depressed by this reaction. He felt it had been a stroke of genius on
his part to rescue fromoblivion a genuine Anerican hai ku; but even nore than
that, witing the colum had triggered a vast stream of recoll ections about
1930s Brookl yn which gave hima renewed sense of Roots he had hoped to share.
Why, how many still alive could renenber the procedure when the meter man from
Monopol at ed Edi son appeared in a Brookl yn nei ghborhood in those days? The ki ds
wer e di spatched as runners, racing fromhouse to house, shouting "Mn Ed!

AMERI CAN HAI KU

The only one in New York who really grokked Benny Benedict's col um about the
pretty little birdies was Jus-tin Case, a nmild, fortyish man who | ooked Gay but
wasn't. Case wote excruciatingly intelligent nmusic criticism Since he read
about this exanple of American folk haiku while very, very, very stoned on

Col unbi an Gold, he inmediately conceived that it would be even nore fol kish and
beautiful if recited with an old, Dark Age Brooklyn accent, viz:

"Pretty little boidies

Picking in the toidies!"

He was so enanored of this that he quoted it, whenever he was drunk or stoned,
for several nonths. The whole wi nter-spring season of 1983-84, if you mngled
with the intelligentsia in Manhattan, you were likely to hear Case decl ai m ng,
in a style based partly on Orson Wlles and partly on Charles Laughton, "Pretty
little boidies/Picknmg in the toidies!" This finally found its way into Case's
NBI file-"Subject is inclined to quoting obscene poetry in mxed conpany"-and
was even fed to the Beast.

The NBI had a file on Case because one of their informants had stated that he
was a frequent associate of Blake Wllians. In fact, Case detested WIlians and
only was seen in his presence because it was inpossible to go to the best
parties on the Isle of Manhattan w thout encountering him Gddly enough, the

i nformant knew that quite well-but she al so knew that her fees depended on the
nunber of new suspects she reported each nonth.

Case's NBlI dossier renmined always small. As a Congressional Medal of Honor

wi nner in Vietnam he was not the sort of nman the Bureau cared to spy on too
closely, since it would be enbarrassing if they were caught. Besides, they
couldn't nake head or tails out of his phone conversations, which were all about
such inscrutable matters as whet her Beethoven's obsession with his nephew
represented repressed paternal inpulses, |atent honpbsexuality, or the desire to
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be a nmother, and whether all three elenents were expressed in the tonic chord of
t he bassoon under the dominant chord of the tutti in the opening of the N nth.
Justin Case's god was a dead Irishman nanmed Janes Augustine Al oysius Joyce, who
had been the greatest tenor of the twentieth century. Case owned every record of
every Joyce concert preserved on wax, and regarded the man as havi ng the nost
subtl e musical sensibility since the great Ludwig hinself. If only he had been a
conposer instead of a singer, Case sonetines thought, with that ear

Actual ly, Joyce had considered the priesthood, witing, and even nedicine before
settling on a nusical career. His voice thrilled audiences in Europe and Anerica
for nearly a decade before the fanous Joyce Scandal, which destroyed him Case
al ways funed with anger when he read of the great singer's |ast days-how
concerts were disrupted and ruined by noralistic hecklers howing "Garters

garters garters!” till the shaned man left the stage, hunmliated. It was known
that he died of drink, often conparing hinself to Oscar W|lde and Charles
Stewart Parnell, and cursing the Christian churches bitterly.

Case once had an affair with the ant hropol ogi st and sexol ogi st Marilyn Chanbers,
j ust because she shared his passion for Joyce's nusic. Due to the receptivity of
the postcoital male, he had even allowed her to explain the parallel universe
theory to himonce-sonething he al ways dism ssed as rubbi sh when Bl ake WIIians
tal ked about it.

W | debl ood was by no neans a sinple or unconplicated WoMan. The sex-change
operation had been only stage one in a plan to totally transformhinself. After
that, she intended to become a nun

By 1983 it was a sane and sensible decision for one living at the hot center of
New York intellectual life. Like the Southerners who think "damm Yankee" is one
word, W/ deblood's mlieu had | ong ago forgotten that "male chauvinist" was two
words. The slightest, kinkiest remmant of nasculinity was a definite handicap, a
suggesti on of possible viciousness-like nenbership in the John Birch Society,
owning a M ssissippi accent, or a conviction for a najor felony.

Besi des, W/ debl ood did urgently want to be a nun. A priest or even a nonk had a
certain arrogance in his very role qua priest or qua nonk, however passionately
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he might cultivate Total Subm ssion to the WIIl of God. Only a nun coul d
experience the true endl essness of humility.

W | debl ood, sinply, was tired of being the bitchiest nale in Manhattan. He
wanted to become the saintliest woman.

FOREVER

Joe Malik, the editor of Confrontation nagazi ne, published Justin Case's nusic
criticismonly because it confused (and, therefore, anused) him Like npost of
his readers, Joe couldn't nmake head or tail out of whatever it was that Case was
trying to say; but, unlike the readers- who were perpetually witing letters
protesting Case's baroque inscrutability-Joe enjoyed puzzles. Joe was a chess
puzzl e and | ogi cal paradox addict; like WIlliam S. Burroughs, he was perpetually
poring over the Mayan codices, trying to unscrew those inscrutable glyphs for

whi ch no Rosetta Stone has yet been found.

Three years earlier, in 1981, Joe had been a white-haired man who clearly showed
his sixty-odd years. Now, in 1983, he had jet-black hair again, a face free of
wrinkles, and could easily pass for a man in his early forties. This was because
he had started using the rejuvenation-longevity drug FOREVER as soon as it
appeared on the market. Fundanmentalist Christians and the People's Ecol ogy Party
(PEP) denounced FOREVER as bl asphenpbus and against God's will-"the ultimte
insanity of the rational-technological mnd," it had been called by Furbish
Lousewart V, who al nost defeated Hubbard in the 1980 el ection. Joe despi sed

Joe, whose experinments with hashish had al ways been gui ded by the sixth-circuit
met apr ogranmi ng theori es of Hagbard Celine, had brai nwashed hi nsel f on nunerous

The original idea for the L5 space-cities had emerged from Professor Gerard

O Neill and a group of his students at Princeton in 1968. The nobtion was so
radical that it took over five years to get it into print, in Physics Today, in
1973.

whi ch occurs inevitably on every planet which evol ves beyond t he boom and- bust
cycle of planetside life. O Neill asked:

Is the surface of a planet the right place for an expandi ng technol ogi ca
civilization?

Once the question had been asked, the correct answer was, of course,

i nescapabl e.

Among the synptons indicating that C osed System planetary industry would have
to be transformed into Open System pl anet ary-and-extrapl anetary industry were
the foll ow ng:

Rapi d exhaustion of the fossil fuels on Terra, leading to a desperate search for
new energy sources; The virtually linmtless solar energy in space;

Ri si ng popul ati on and increasing longevity, |eading to an inevitable new period
of swarm ng;

Growi ng pollution and ecol ogi cal inbal ance, caused by the attenpt to provide
energy fromterrestrial sources for this increasing primte popul ati on;

The Revol ution of Ri sing Expectations-a sociol ogical phenonenon brought on by
the scientific-technol ogi cal advances of the previous two centuries-which caused
the mpjority of primates to claimthey had the right to a decent standard of
l'iving;

The failure of the Revolution of Lowered Expectations, after the snmarter
primates realized that | owered expectati ons nmeant starvation for the majority of
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the pl anet;

The Hunger Project started by a circuit-five prinmate named Erhard, who

encour aged people to believe starvation could be elim nated;

The continuous influence of a circuit-six primte named R Buckmi nster ("Bucky")
Full er, who insisted the primte brain was designed "for total success in

Uni ver se";

And, finally, the debacle of terrestrial-based nuclear energy plants, which
continually caused havoc in their environments, and which eventually pronpted
sonme of the primates to renmenber that a science-fiction witer, Robert Anson
Heinlein, had foreseen all this in a 1940s story, "Bl ow ups Happen," and

provi ded the solution- noving the nuclear plants into space.

By 1984 over a third of Terra's industrial plants had been noved, as O Neil
foresaw, into the L5 area-Legrange point 5 where the gravity fields of earth
and noon are bal anced. The col oni sts even had a thene song, invented by another
science-fiction witer, Robert Anson WIlson, in a book called The Universe Next
Door. The song was "HOMES on Legrange."

Everything el se-the whol e body of mathematics and theory relating
one neasurenent to anot her-Bohr regarded as a nodel of how the human m nd works,
not of how the universe works. Blake WIlians | oved Bohr for the Copenhagen
Interpretation, which had nade it possible for himto study physics seriously,
even devoutly, without believing a word of it. That was conveni ent, since
WIllians's own training as an ant hropol ogi st had schooled himto study all human
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synbol systens without believing any of them

On a deeper level-there is always a deeper level- WIlianms was a scientist who
didn't believe in science because he had been cured of polio by witchcraft.

But Blake WIllians didn't believe in witchcraft, either. He didn't believe in

anything. He regarded all belief systens as illustrative data in donesticated
pri mat e psychol ogy.

Mrvin always pointed out, when
either of these theories was nentioned in his presence, "there is a third
possibility. | might be right. In that case, how convenient for Themthat ny
sanity and sincerity are so often called into question. It alnobst |ooks as if
They are conspiring to defane ny character.

Marvin's principal eneny, anong the nale half of the popul ation, was Frank
Heneroi d, of course. Heneroid, oddly enough, hardly even knew of Marvin's

exi stence and, hence, was incapable of being harnful to himby intention. That
didn't matter. He was still the eneny with a capital E. At tines Marvin had even
suspected himof being extraterrestrial, |ike the |eaders of Wnen's Lib.
Heneroi d earned his aninosity entirely by the books he wote, which were full of
treason, according to Marvin. Actually, Heneroid' s novels nerely reflected the
1970s literary society around him in which nost people were a little weird and
all of themwere |osers. Heneroid carefully depicted a world exactly |ike that:
Most of his characters were weird and all of themwere |osers. The critics, who
were all losers, called hima brutal realist. Marvin called hima traitor to

pl anet Earth.

Marvin wote about all this in dialogues (he rather fancies hinself as being of
Pl at oni ¢ disposition) in which the speakers were Frank Heneroid, representing
1970s val ues and reality-constructs, and Ernest Heni ngway, Marvin's chil dhood
hero who had been consigned to the literary garbage heap when the
extraterrestrials took over. Hemingway, in these dial ogues, represented Man,

i ndi vidual Man, the universal maverick, as he was before the extraterrestria

i nvasi on.

The di al ogues were full of things like this:

FRANK: Did you ever really believe in your own nyth, you old faker? Did you
think you could conme out of a neurotic suicide-prone famly and by sheer WI |
transformyourself into a hero, a brave man, a great artist, a boxer, a big-ganme
hunter, a cult figure, an inmage of courage and of grace under pressure? Didn't
you know you were a worm that all men are worns and cowards, and that you'd be
beaten at the end? Didn't you know you'd be like all the rest of us and give in
to self-pity and sel f-doubt and pull that final cosmc trigger?

ERNEST: | never said ny way was easy. | said that Man was not meant for defeat,
however many individuals may be defeated. | said that the effort to be conscious
enough and brave enough was adnirabl e, whatever the consequences.

FRANK: Consci ousness? Bravery? Consciousness is only aware of its own suffering
in this blind existence, and bravery is only a gesture against the inevitable
end. A stupid gesture, since the cowards live longer, and if they're cowardly
enough, they nmake all the confortabl e decisions and have all the security
possible in a Death Universe like this.

ERNEST: | deny none of that, and | have shown the f cruelty nore nakedly than
any of your generation. | still say it is adnmirable to be brave and take big
risks for the things you val ue. Wen everything mamual i an and nechanical tells
you to run, and you stand and don't run, you |earn what Man can be.

And so on. Marvin was obsessed with something he called the Dignity of Man. He
was not at all anused by ecological relativists who told himthat an ant or a
swine mght equally believe in the Dignity of Ant or the Dignity of Swine. Men
were not ants or swine, he would say coldly; and he would classify the heckler
as probably brain-warped by the extraterrestrial Amazons.
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In truth, |like nost philosophers, Marvin never wote explicitly about the one
factor that really determ ned and expl ai ned everything in his philosophy. Just
as Marx never nentioned his carbuncles in Das Kapital, and Freud didn't publish
anyt hi ng about his own sexual hang-ups, Marvin Gardens never wote a word
anywhere about the source and notive of all his theorizing. This was his penis.
It was four inches long at best, and it had given hima defeatist psychol ogy
about things in general, and wonen in particul ar, against which he had struggl ed
mghtily to build his philosophy of Transcendental Mal e Courage. The wonen he
classified as extraterrestrials frightened himonly a little bit nore than the
ordinary wonen he classified as terrestrials.

Wi | e the uni ons squabbl ed anong thensel ves and ceased to present a united front
agai nst the RICH scenari o, conservatives nounted a canpaign against it on the
ground that it was inflationary. Here Hubbard's political genius showed itself.
She made no effort to reason with the intellectual conservatives, who were all
theol ogi ans in disguise. Al corporation heads and ot her al pha nmales of the
right, however, were invited to a series of Wite House nultinedia presentations
on how RI CH woul d work for them

The chief points in these presentations were that: (1) a machi ne works
twenty-four hours a day, not eight-thereby tripling output imrediately; (2)

machi nes do not take sick | eave; (3) nmachines are never late for work; (4)

machi nes do not formunions and constantly ask for higher wages and nore fringe
benefits; (5) machines do not take vacations; (6) nachines do not harbor grudges
and foul up production in sneaky, undetectable ways; (7) cybernation was
advanci ng every decade, anyway, despite the opposition of unions, governnent,
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and these al pha males; it was better to have huge popul ati ons cel ebrating the
reward of $30,000 to $50,000 per year for group cleverness than huge popul ati ons
suffering the humility of welfare; (8) with production rising due to both
cybernation and the space-cities, consuners were needed and a society on welfare
was a society of very meager consumers

The al pha nmal es were still fighting anong thensel ves about whether this was
"sound" or not when it squeaked through Congress.

Wthin a year the first case of the new nulti-inventive |eisure class appeared.
This was a Cherokee | ndi an nanmed Starhawk, who had been an engine-I| at he worker
in Tucson. After designing hinself out of that job, Starhawk had gone on to

| earn four other nechanical factory jobs, designed hinmself out of each, and now
had a guaranteed i ncone of $250,000 a year for these feats. He was now devoting
hinmself to painting in the traditional Cherokee styl e-which was what he had

al ways wanted to do, back in adol escence, before he | earned that he had to work
for a living.

By 1983 there were over a thousand simlar cases. Many had gone on to seek
advanced scientific degrees, and sone had already migrated to the L5
space-cities. The swarni ng was begi nni ng.

The mpjority of the unenployed, living confortably on $30,000 a year, admittedly
spent nost of their tine drinking booze, snoking weed, engaging in prinmate
sexual acrobatics, and watching wall TV.

When noralists conplained that this was a subhuman exi stence, Hubbard answered,
"And what ki nd of existence did they have doing idiot jobs that nachines do
better?"

Sonme of the unenpl oyed were beginning to seek jobs again; after all, $48, 000 or
$53,000 is better than $30,000. Usually, they found that higher education was
required for the jobs that were still available. Many were back in coll ege;

adult education, already a fast-growth industry in the 1970s, was now the
fastest growing field of all.
Hubbard was ready to | aunch Stage Two of the RI CH Econony.

ERNEST: | have seen sone who never gave up. A pig squeals when he sees the ax
coming. A man can look right at the ax all his life and not squeal

FRANK: The ax falls, anyway, does it not? Isn't your refusal to squeal just a
big act, a gigantic lie? It's nore honest to squeal with the other sw ne.
ERNEST: | still decline to admt that nmen are no nore than sw ne.

FRANK: You are a Romantic, you old fool. If you had been honest enough to squea
like the rest of the swine, people would have seen the truth sooner. Every war
since your day has been partly your fault, you know. If everybody squeal ed and
ran away, there'd be no wars.

O course nobody wanted to publish this kind of ranting- although it took Marvin
nearly ten years to |learn that.

In 1979 he set out grimy to wite the worst, nobst tastel ess, nobst vul gar book
possible. He had arrived at that stage of psychol ogi cal masochi sm where one nust
prove one's nobst pessimstic assunptions are true, for the sheer delight of
knowi ng once and for all that the universe is really a pisspoor proposition al
around. "Public taste is a msanthropist's heaven and a humanitarian's hell," he
said bitterly. For his hero he elected a nonster so nonstrous as to be a nockery
of all human hope, but one so obscure that he did not possess any of the evi

gl amour that surrounds a Hitler, a N xon, or a Jack the Ripper. He picked VI ad
Teppis-Vlad the Inpaler-a fourteenth-century Hungarian religious fanatic who had
execut ed 100, 000 people for differing with his own extrenely odd theol ogi ca
notions.

Marvin's novel not only justified Vlad, but positively glorifed him it was ful
of denunciations of liberalism pernissiveness, and the opponents of capita

puni shrrent. It also had the nost violent rape scenes Marvin could conjure out of
hi s m sogyni stic inmagination

VIl ad the Barbarian was a blatant incitenent to violence, garbed in the nost
reactionary noralistic prejudices imginable. It was bought by the first New
York publisher to whomit was subnitted, for a higher advance than Al bert
Speer's nmenoirs or any of the confessionals of the Watergate felons. A novie
sal e was negoti ated even before the book was rel eased, and John Wayne starred as
VI ad, looking really sincere every tine he explained why nurder and rape were

t he hi ghest human virtues.

Marvin was i medi ately comissioned to wite a sequel, Vlad Victorious.

Actual |y, because Marvin really was, in his own odd way, a phil osopher of sorts,
VIl ad the Barbarian was not totally bad. In researching it Marvin had stunbl ed
upon the enigma that nmakes VI ad Teppis sonewhat interesting to students of the
human mind in general and the ruling-class mind in particular. The nystery was
this: Two early, approxinmately contenporary and seeningly authentic accounts
tell one particular story about Vliad, but each tells it differently. There is
thus no scientific way of saying which account is true.

The disputed story is that two nonks on a journey stopped at Vlad' s castle one
ni ght and begged shelter fromthe elenments. Vlad set out for them a magnificent
banquet and then afterward asked them what the people of Hungary really thought
about him The first nonk answered diplomatically and falsely that everybody
said Vlad was a stern but just ruler. The second nonk boldly told the truth:

that everybody said Vlad was a homicidal maniac. Vlad thereupon had one of the
monks inpal ed. The problemis that the first seemingly authentic account says he
executed the flattering liar, and the other seeningly authentic account clains
he executed the honest nonk.

Marvin left this mystery unsolved in his book, and it was, perhaps, one reason
that the novel becane fashionable even with intellectuals.

Everybody, it appeared, had sone intuitive, prelogical feeling about whi ch nonk
a man of the caliber of Viad Teppis would inpale. Sone were quite sure that a
dingaling of that sort would kill the one who dared to tell himthe truth.

O hers, however, were just as sure that Viad would find a special sadistic
relish, and a noral justification to boot, in surprising both nonks by executing
the flatterer.

Argui ng about Vlad's choice, as it was soon called, spread fromcoast to coast.
"What woul d you do if you were one of the nonks?" was a favorite question in

t hese argunents.

"I'"d do what the first nmonk did," Sinmon Mion said, in an argunent with other
programers who worked with the Beast. "I'd tell Vlad he was the very nodel of a
Christian statesman-which, in fact, he was."

"I'"d tell the truth," said Markoff Chancy, on a Greyhound bus, "just to prove
that little men have big balls."

"I'"'d lie," Dr. Frank Dashwood adnmitted at a posh Nob Hi Il party in San

Franci sco. "The npbst dangerous thing in the world is to tell the truth to a
governnent official who is a prinitive barbarian, in fourteenth-century

Transyl vania or twentieth-century America."

Prof essor Fred ("Fidgets") Digits, who always kept his connection with the
Warren Bel ch Society a secret and, hence, retai ned acadenic respectability,
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finally published a paper in Technol ogy Revi ew anal yzing the problemfromthe
perspective of the von Neumann- Morgenstern gane theory. The nonks, in this
context, basically confront a problemin prediction. Each nust decide, before
speaki ng, what Mlad's reaction will be: WII| he be grateful for an accurate
report or angered by it? Every person in an authoritarian situation faces this
dilenma daily, and it haunts corporations, armes, and governnent bureacracies.
"It is the classic disinformation situation,” Digits concluded, satisfied that
he had identified the problem even if he couldn't solve it.

O hers pointed out the simlar logic of the notorious "Snafu Principle" proposed
by the eccentric businessman Hagbard Celine in his witty, perverse little
bookl et Never Whistle While You' re Pissing. According to the Snafu Principle,
accurate, honest communication is possible only between equals, and every power
matrix is a disinformation situation.

Since this seenms to challenge the very principle of power and |eads directly to
anarchy, nmany were sorry that Mad Marvin had ever posed the VI ad Eni gna.

Since the
scientists engaged in |ife-extension research were already one of the two nost
heavily funded groups in Unistat (the other was the space engi neers), scientists
were anused, but not offended, by this wild idea.

The first year there were 5,237 entries subnmtted. A spot check by the Beast
showed that 4,023 cane fromthe new | ei sure cl ass-ex-workers who had invented

t hensel ves out of several jobs and had $50,000 to $80, 000 annual incones. The
others cane from peopl e who had been unenpl oyed by these inventions.

Presi dent Hubbard had | argely abolished crine by abolishing prisons.

This was one of her nobst astonishing achi evenents, since nost prinmates thought
prisons were preventatives, not causes, of crine.

Eve Hubbard, needless to say, had al ways been a uni que Terran, which was why she
was the first Black President of Unistat. Al though she was, like nost brilliant
peopl e, extremely good-I|ooking-the genetic |link between health, hedonism

cl everness, and good | ooks (the "bright-eyes-and-bushy-tails" gestalt) is true
in all species on all known pl anets-Eve had dropped out of filns after a smash
success as the supersexed ebony android in Gentlenmen Prefer Cones. She had gone
on to major in philosophy at UCLA, and was al nost denied her Ph.D. because her
thesis was a thorough rejection of all philosophies hitherto invented by Terran
primates. She went on to becone one of the first neurogeneticists. In fact, it
was due to certain discoveries in prinmate genetics that she had decided to go
into politics next.

The Code Hubbard, the npbst inportant revision of primate jurisprudence since the
Code Napol eon, divided all crines into three cl asses.

Crinmes agai nst convention-so-called victimess crines- were not penalized at

all. Acitizen could be interrogated about each behavior only after conplaints
by a m ni num of one hundred nei ghbors. The interrogators, a group of trained
neur ogeneticists, would then publish a report, either mldly recomendi ng

rel ocation of the heretic, or, much nore comonly, strongly advising the

nei ghbors to mnd their own business.

Many |ibertarians objected to this, since they wanted victimess crines
abol i shed utterly.

Crinmes agai nst property were regarded as inproper economnm cs requiring

adj ustnent. The felon was conpelled to pay in full the value of that which had
been appropriated or destroyed. If unable to pay, the felon then had a litera
"debt to society." The government paid the victim and the felon repaid the
governnent by working at half wages on sonme socially useful project, such as

| ongevity research, space research, or just as a forest ranger in the grow ng
nunber of national parks that were appearing since Industry was noved off the
pl anet into Free Space.

Crinmes of violence were defined as the natural, inevitable, tragic, but

intol erabl e resultant of sone conbi nation of genes, inprints, and conditioning.
The biots who committed such acts were sent, wi thout condemmation but
irrevocably, to Hell.

Hel | had previously been the state of M ssissippi. After the aborigi nes were
resettled in an environnent suitable for two-circuit (prehom nid) prinmates,

M ssi ssi ppi became Hell by sinply surrounding it with a |laser shield that nmade
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escape inpossible. Everything within the shield was intact. The violent biots
were free to do what they wanted, and they soon had several forns of feudalism
war, piracy, comerce, slavery, and other early primate institutions functioning
in a manner that seened norrmal to them

Many viol ent biots and gene pools noved to Hell voluntarily, since it was the
only remaining part of the world that fit their notions of proper primate

soci ety. Anpng those who nigrated en masse and established sizabl e governnents
or robber bands in Hell were the Ku Klux Klan, the Black Panthers, the Anerican
Nazi Party, Hell's Angels, and nost of the People's Ecology Party.

"Papa Legba, Papa Legba, Papa Legba,"” Joe Malik chants along with Carol
Christmas, while the astral/ electrical/prajnal/orgone/ psionic/bioplasmc/odyle
energy, or the Power of Imagination, in the roomcontinues to escalate toward
quant um wobbl e.

Papa Legba was the Qpener of the wi ndow, according to the Santaria netaphor

Li ke Maxwel|l's Denon, he could increase or decrease entropy at whim and take
you into alternative etgenstates. He was the Boss Honcho on the astral potentia
| evel, the al pha male of the pack. He'd kick the ass of any loa intruding on his
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good friends, and Carol had learned to be one of his very good friends since
living with Hugo de Naranj a.

Joe Malik didn't know from Papa Legba, but he understood the exorcismin his own
terns. Papa Legba was the guise in which Thoth, that nmaster Quick Change Artist,
appeared in the Santaria or Voudon gane. Joe knew about Thoth from Hagbard
Cel i ne, who al ways enpl oyed the Cabalistic/CGol den Dawn net aprograns when
attenpting quantumalterations in the fabric of reality. Thoth comuandered
seventy-ei ght servitors, each one encoded in his Book of Signals to mankind,
ordinarily known as the Tarot deck.

John Disk had originally becone involved in norality and ideology due to the
Fetus Peopl e, as Pussycat genially |abeled the antiabortion novenent of the
1970s. The Fetus People did not like this description; they called thensel ves
the Right to Life Committee.

Disk was in his teens then and had the usual hornones flow ng through his

adol escent primate body. He thought he was continually tornmented by sinfu
desires, not understanding the role of testosterone in pubescent prinmates.

He was a nenber of the True Roman Catholic Church, a splinter group forned after
Vatican Il had taken the main body of the Romish religion off into heresy and
nmoder ni sm The nenbers were survivors of the Irish-American fasci smthat had
once rallied behind Father Coughlin, Father Feeney, and Senator Joe MCart hy.
They regarded the English Mass as being al nost as sacril egi ous as abortion and
Social Security as only one step from Stalinism

The Fetus People or the Right to Life Commttee was an anmal gamati on of True
Roman Catholics with the kind of Fundanmentalists Protestants sel dom seen north
of Bad Ass, Texas. They were, like all primate ideologists and noralists,
chiefly concerned with finding no-good shits and dunpi ng on them

They believed the abortionists were in |league with all the other no-good shits,
including the Rockefellers, the international Comunist sex educators,
|ife-extension researchers, cattle nutilators, NASA, and the intergal actic Bl ack
Magi ci ans of the Illumnati, under the | eadership of the infanous Cagliostro the
G eat.

They al so believed that the Unistat government had never waged an unjust war,
that the hair of the seventh son of a seventh son cures warts, and nost of what
they read in Reader's D gest.

By 1982 the legal struggles over abortion were over and the whol e i ssue seened
as renote as the War of the Roses. This was because a 100 percent effective

nor ni ng-after contraceptive had been on the market since 1980 and had proven so
effective that requests for abortions had dwindled to virtually zero.

By 1983 t he econom c demand for abortions was about as microscopic as the demand
for buggy whips in 1923, after every town in Unistat had switched from
horse-drawn carriages to autonobiles. Another quantumjunp in sociol ogy had
occurred.

Actually, the norning-after pill was a chem cal abortifa-cient, as any

bi ochem st knew. The bi ochem sts never tal ked about this in public, since they
were all agnostic liberals and it was against their principles to either lie by
denying the facts or to help the Fetus People by telling the truth.

Sandoz, the lion tanmer, in particular, was astonished at Cagliostro's ability to
sit for hours in the cage, he and the lion staring into each other's eyes |ike

| overs.

In
Egypt and China and other places, a few primates reported fifth-circuit

rapt ures-the dawni ng of neurosomati c consci ousness-two thousand or even three
thousand years before the Space Age began

The picture is the same on all planets. A few biots suddenly rise above the
eat-it-or-flee-it inprints of the anphibian biosurvival circuit, above the

dom nate-or-submt inmprints of the mammalian territorial-enotional circuit,
above the either/or logic of the homnid semantic circuit, above the "good" and
"bad" values of the tribal sociosexual circuit.

To everybody's surprise, including Crane's, the book becane a best-seller, and
he becanme the nost controversial man in the United States. Even in the fearfu
fifties- even with Anerican Legion and John Birch chapters constantly rem nding
everyone of his drug arrests, his sex arrests, and the docunented fact that
prison authorities had del ayed his parol e because of his honbsexual seduction of
a younger inmate-Hugh Crane acquired a new following. TV gingerly tested himon
the egghead ghetto of Sunday afternoon, then pronoted himto the late-late talk
shows.

After the RI CH Econony had revol utionized the |lives and expectations of

Uni staters on and off Terra, Eve Hubbard realized that the time was now ripe to
abol i sh poverty entirely. She did this by declaring every citizen a sharehol der
in the L5 space-cities and distributing National Dividends every year

Agai n, Hubbard's political genius was evident. O hers who had proposed such a
plan in the past (e.g., the engineers C. H Douglas and R Buckm nster Fuller,
the inventor Tom Edi son, the semanticist A fred Korzybski, the physicist
Frederi c Soddy) had assumed such divi dends woul d have to be "money." This
proposal, in that form always aroused heated opposition fromthe al pha nal es of
t he banki ng busi ness, who understood well that an expandi ng noney supply woul d
|l ower the interest rate, seriously threatening their profits.

Hubbard call ed her National Dividend tickets "trade aids," a termdevised by a
public relations firmshe had comm ssioned to nake the i dea palatable to
domesti cated pri mates.
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Trade aids were like nmoney only in that they could be exchanged for comodities
or services. They were unlike nobney in that they could not be | oaned at
interest; the bankers kept their nonopoly on the interest market and were

mol i fi ed.

Trade aids were also unlike noney in that they could not be hoarded. Each ticket
was dated, and lost value at 1 percent per nonth after the issue date, becomni ng
totally valuel ess in one hundred nonths, or eight years and four nonths. There
was thus a built-in incentive to spend the trade aids as soon as possible.

When the first trade aid dividends were distributed, it turned out that even the
poorest Unistat citizens had the equival ent of $80,000 for that year, in

pur chasi ng power, even though the tickets were not called "noney."

Citizens with that much purchasi ng power have huge dermand, in the econonic sense
of ability to buy. The econonmy expanded nore rapidly than ever, with new

busi nesses springing up continually, both on Terra and in the space-cities.

The rest of Terra was soon copyi ng these innovations- the socialist countries
most slowy and grudgi ngly. By 1995 starvation had been elininated
everywhere-just as had been the goal of the Hunger Project, started by a
California primate named Erhard back in the 1970s. By then Hubbard had been out
of the White House for six years and busy again at genetics and | ongevity
research. She often said to friends that her whole political career had been
merely an experinment in altering the paraneters of prinate sociobi ol ogy.

evi dence of autosuggestion and sel f-hypnosis-naturally! | also found seventeen

things | couldn't explain. Mst central was the fact that the nessage, when |
finally encouraged her, cane in Enochian, a |anguage whi ch nobody understands
since all we possess are the nineteen fragnents received by Dee and Kelly in the
seventeenth century. Yet she gave nme nineteen new fragnments, and translated
them and the grammar and vocabul ary are consistent with the Dee-Kelly scryings.
Even if she had studied the Dee and Kelly fragnents (which she swears she
hasn't), concocting new sentences in that unknown | anguage woul d be beyond the
power of any human brain or even of any known conputer. "

The ni neteen fragnents of Enhochian, translated by Nornma in the sanme trance in
which the fragnents arrived, becane the nineteen chapters of The Aquarian
CGospel. Crane wote in the introduction

"I't is inpossible to doubt that these are the communi cations of a superior
intelligence. If the reader is, as | am[thank God!], an atheist, the identity
of that intelligence will pose severe nysteries.

Norma was killed in an autonobil e accident the day the book was published."Wat
further proof do we need," a proninent clergynan wote in his syndicated
newspaper colum, "that this foul and obscene 'revelation' conmes froma source
not divine, but diabolical?"

Crane's first-and only-failure to escape froma chall enge box occurred one nonth
| ater.

The eye operation cane |ater that year. "I can save one,
"but not both."

"A blind magician is worse off than a deaf nusician, and |'m not Beethoven,"
Crane said sinply. "Do the best you can."

He retai ned the sight of one eye.

"Much as we are inclined to synpathize," the New York Daily News editorialized,
"we do adnmit to a strong feeling that there is divine retribution in the
tragedies befalling drug-cultist Cagliostro 'the Geat.' "

This ritual, like all rituals and religious visions or ecstasies, is actually a
menory of the future, but there is no way for prinitives to understand that.
Consi der the epistenol ogical plight of the Terran primates at the tinme of this
anci ent Romance. They knew that they were nade of nol ecul es, which were nade of
atoms, which were nade of subatonic particles, which were expressions in
space-tinme of quantum probability matrices. This know edge, alas, was so recent
that it had never been integrated into their philosophies, or into the rul es of
their social ganes, like religions, politics, econonics, etc. Their whole socia
reality-tunnel was based on prequantum superstition and ignorance.

together with four other whorehouses in Nevada, and the New York
News- Ti nes-uU. S. W.

Frankel - Bri ggser, Polly Esther Doubl eknit.

The next fuse ignited by the Oswal d-i n-Hong-Kong story was in the frontal cortex
of a bal ding, nervous man named Justin Case, who was living in a sociol ogica
treatise. That is, people made himso anxi ous that he shielded hinself fromthem
with a cocoon of words and concepts which had gradually becone nore real to him
than the people were. He was a heavywei ght Intell ectual

Justin Case had nore Mdral Concern than was good for a man. He worried about
raci smand sexi smand inperialismand injustice and the general cussedness of
hi s species; he agoni zed over each and every person on the planet who m ght be
getting a raw deal; if you put enough martinis in him he would start singing
"Joe Hill" and "We Shall Overcome" and "Wich Side Are You On?" and other old
Labor and G vil Rights songs.

Natural ly, Case was the editor of a Liberal Mugazine.

The nmagazi ne was call ed Confrontation and had been started by a nad Arab named
Joe Malik, who abandoned it in 1968 to enter a Trappi st nonastery. Mlik had
been traumati zed by the Denpbcratic Convention that year and told everybody he
intended to spend the rest of his |life in vehenent and conti nuous prayer

Mali k | eft behind a note which still hung on the bulletin board at
Confrontation. It said:

Qol: Hua Al'l ahu achad; Allahu Assamad; |amyalid wal am yul ad; wal am yahun | ahu
kuf wan achad.

Nobody at Confrontation could read Arabic, but they all liked to stop and | ook
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at the note occasionally, wondering what it meant.

The stockhol ders had appointed Case to the editorship, after Malik retreated to
the cloister, because Justin had as rmuch righteous indignation as the mad Arab
but was not so fl aky.

By spring 1984, Case had 120 bound vol umes of books, articles, and press
clippings about the J.F. K assassination, since he was still Righteously

I ndi gnant about the pal pably obvi ous cover-up involved in the Warren Report.
The day that pseudo-Sullivan wi gged out over Bonny Benedict's contribution to
the nythol ogy of the assassination, Case calmy clipped that item and added it
to his file.

Three-quarters of the other material in Case's file was also fictitious.
One-third of this disinformati on had been generated by Intelligence

Agenci es-donestic, foreign, and extraterrestrial-as covers or screens for their
own activities in and around Dallas in 1963. Another third had been produced by
sincere, dedicated, sonetinmes avid conspiracy buffs, weaving their own webs of
confusion as they searched for the elusive truth. The last third had been
created, |ike the Bonny Benedict item by journalists follow ng Hearst's advice
about what to do when there was no news.

Anybody trying to find out "what really happened" fromthis collection of

nmyt hol ogy woul d be so confused that the significant fact of the extraterrestria
i ntervention woul d never be apparent.

Case did not suspect any of this. He loved his J.F.K file. He was convinced
that sonmeday the crucial piece would cone to him he would insert it into the
file, and the whol e jigsaw woul d nake sense.

He never realized that the one detail which gave everything away was that while
Cswal d was firing fromthe sixth-floor wi ndow he was al so having a Coke on the
second floor and ningling with the crowd in the street.

Li ke nost liberals, Justin Case |acked inmaginati on and never took seriously al
the evidence of extraterrestrial activity on earth during the past forty years.
Case was currently having an affair with the Holl ywood actress Carol Christnas.
Carol was renowned anobng the heterosexual mnale popul ation for having the biggest
Brownmi |l ers since Jayne Mansfield; so far only wonen and a few Gay nen had
noticed that she could al so act.

Carol had been nmarried four times. She had had three abortions. Like other
famous Beauties, she was always dieting, and hence, a little bit high-strung.

Carol believed this because she had a great artistic faith in the principle of
bal ance. In her probability continuumin the series of quantum ei genstates that
had crystalized into her universe-the whol e outside of the planet seemed to be
run by white-skinned males. It was only fair that the inside should be run by
green- ski nned femal es.

Carol was having three other affairs at the sane tinme as her anour with Justin
Case. There was a hairdresser in Hollywod (bi, not Gay) who was very tal ented
at Bryanting and Briggsing-two arts at which totally straight nmen, in Carol's
opi nion, were usually a bit clumsy. There was al so Fran9oi s Loup-Garou, the
painter, in Paris, who adored her madly, as only a painter can adore a wonan.

And there was a bitter but brilliant Black novelist in Chicago naned Franklin
Stuart.
Justin Case knew all about these other ampburs; after all, he read Bonny

"I don't give a flying Philadel phia Potter Stewart what you call it," the
Continental Op said cockily.

"Let's put a tail on Dr. Dashwood," Ubu grow ed, barking up the wong tree
"Il get on that nyself," Knight said chivalrously.

He rose to | eave.

"Just a bloody minute," the Continental Op said sanguinely.

"Yes?" Knight paused.

"I"'mcoming too," the fat sleuth ejacul at ed.

Actual |y, Hrunph Runph (or whatever the Continental Op's name was) was quite

ri ght about Tobias Kni ght.

Kni ght was the first pentuple agent in the history of espionage. He was

si mul t aneously enpl oyed by the FBI, the CIA the KGB, the Bavarian Illumnati,
and a nysterious person who clained to represent the Earth Monitoring section of
Gal actic H Q

He was not in this five-dinmensional matrix of intrigue for the noney, however.
Tobi as Knight was actually a frustrated sociol ogi st and a woul d-be historian. He
had the Scientific Spirit, or, as he m ght have stated in the vernacul ar, he
wanted to know "what the hell was really going on." In an age of secret police
machi nati ons and conspiracies of all sorts, the only way he could hope to find
out what was "really going on" was to be involved in as nany cl andestine
operations as possible.

Kni ght knew what nost people only vaguely suspected- that Intelligence Agencies
engage in both the collection of valid signals (information) and the prom scuous
di ssemination of fake signals (disinformation). They collected the information
so that they could forma fairly accurate picture of what was really going on
they spread the disinfornmation so that all their conpetitors would formgrossly
i naccurate pictures. They did this because they knew t hat whoever could find out
what the hell was really going on possessed an advantage over those who were

nm si nformed, confused, and disoriented.

Thi s game had been invented by Joseph Fouche, who was the chief of the secret
pol i ce under Napoleon. British Intelligence very quickly copied all of Fouche's
tactics, and surpassed them because an intelligent Englishman is always ten
times as mad, in a nethodical way, than any Frenchnman. By the time of the First
World War, Intelligence Agencies everywhere had created so nuch di sinformation
and confusion that no two historians ever were able to agree about why the war
happened, and who doubl e-crossed whom They coul dn't di scover whether the war
had been plotted or had just resulted froma series of blunders. They coul dn't
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even deci de whether the two conspiracies to assassi nate Archduke Ferdi nand of
Austria-Hungary (which triggered the war) had been aware of each other

By the tinme of the Second World War, the "Doubl e-Cross Systent had been
invented-by British Intelligence, of course. This was the product of such m nds
as Alan Turing, a brilliant honbsexual nathenatician who (when not working on
espi onage) specialized in creating |ogical paradoxes other mathematicians
couldn't solve, and | an Flem ng, whose fantasy life was equally rich (as
indicated by his later Janes Bond books), and Dennis Weatley, a nan of
exceptionally high intelligence who happened to believe that an internationa
soci ety of Satanists was behind every conspiracy that he didn't invent hinself.
By the tinme Turing, Flem ng, Weatley and kindred British intellects had
perfected the Doubl e-Cross System the science of |lying was al nbst as precise as
Eucl i dean geonetry, and nearly as lovely to the detached observer

What the Doubl e-Cross experts had invented was the practical politica
applications of the Strange Loop. In logic or cybernetics, a Strange Loop is a
set of propositions that, while valid at each point, is so constructed that it

| eads to an unresol vabl e paradox. The Doubl e- Cross peopl e drove the Gernans
bonkers by inventing disinformation systens that, if believed, were deceptive,
but if doubted led to a second disinformati on system They enjoyed this work so
much that, at tinmes, they invented Triple Loops, in which if you believed the
surface or cover, you were being fooled; and if you | ooked deeper, you found a
pl ausi bl e alternative, which seermed |ike the "hidden facts," but was just

anot her scenario created to fool you; and, if you were persistent enough, you
woul d find beneath that, |ooking every bit like the Naked Truth, a third | ayer
of deception and masquer ade.

These Strange Loops functioned especially well because the Doubl e-Cross experts
had early on fed the Germans the prinordial Strange Loop, "Mst of your agents
are working for us and feeding you Strange Loops."

Many Gernman agents, it later turned out, had managed to collect quite a bit of
accurate information about the Normandy invasion; but many others had turned in
equal ly plausible information about a fictitious Norwegian invasion; and all of
them were under suspicion, anyway. Gernman Intelligence m ght as well have nade
its decisions by tossing a coin in the air.

Tobi as Kni ght kept a safe-deposit box in Switzerland in which he stored, one
sentence at a tinme usually, stray bits of true information he had nanaged to
glean fromthe blizzard of deceptions in which he lived.

The first note in the box, for instance, said:

The CI A was actually founded in 1898. | haven't found out yet why they made it
public in the forties.

The second note was even stranger. It said:

Speci al and General Relativity are both true!!

Thi s had been provoked by a profound search through old science books and
magazi nes, after Knight discovered that nost of the Oficial Science released to
the general public was actually 97 percent mythol ogy, intended to serve as a
cover or screen for the real science used by Unistat to frustrate its enenies.
There were lots of other notes like that-Maxwell's equations seem sound, | don't
think there's any flumrery in Newtonian nmechanics, and so on-but others were far
wei r der.

Such as:
Vel i kovsky was ri ght.
And:

Al'l the flying saucer books, pro and con, are witten by Munty Babbit's
departnent in Naval Intelligence.

And:

There are robots anong us,

And:

Sone of what the Birchers say is correct: the whole government was taken over by
Conmuni sts about forty years ago.

Kni ght had a fantasy that soneday he would turn these notes over to an (hjective
Hi storian who would then wite a book informng the future of what had actually
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been going on in the twentieth century.

O course this was a dream all the history departnments had been taken over by
Intelligence Agencies sonetinme around 1910, he knew.

And he al so knew that there were so nany Strange Loops in the Intelligence
systemthat he hinself had been deceived many tines. Maybe as nuch as 30 percent
of his notes were false, he norosely estinated.

GMB kept himon
the governnment payroll only because he was a genius in his field, which both
they and he knew, and because he had |ong ago inserted a tapewormin the Beast
which edited all input on himto conformto a profile of Perfect Executive,
Loyal Citizen, and Cleared for Top-Secret Access.

He was the agent of the Invisible Hand Society within the governnment's own

hi ghest echel ons.

Si non was not the son of M. and Ms. Walking Aitch of course. He had actually
been born Sinon Moon, in Chicago, thirty-four years ago; but the nane "Sinon the
Wal king ditch" had been adopted by all of his friends for nearly ten years now.
A ditch, in conmputer slang, is a hidden programwhich lies deeply buried in a
conmputer, waiting to flumox, fuddle, and Potter Stewart the head of the first
operator who stunbles upon it.

Si non was shamel ess. Many of his conputers type out totally indecent proposals,

O hers spout nihilist and subversive sl ogans:

SHOW ME A NATI ON THAT DOESN T CHEAT THE TAX CCOLLECTORS AND |'LL SHOW YQU A

NATI ON OF SHEEP

But it was not until Sinon infiltrated the CIA at Al exandria that he found a
truly major Potter Stewart-Up.

There was virtually no nation on Earth which didn't have severa
Stephenites in prison for what the Stephenites called "following the | aws of God
rather than the | aws of man."

Menbers of the Stephenite order absolutely refused to countenance any behavi or
that fell short of the ideals in the | ate Pope Stephen's encyclicals on Socia
Justice; and hat the Stephenites woul d not countenance, they would resist. It
was the passive, nonviolent nature of their resistance that made the Stephenites
so troubl esonme to persons in authority; it is inmpossible to jail nonviolent
idealists without a large part of the world synpathizing with them

Fat her Starhawk had served three terns hinself, for passively resisting
Unistat's wars agai nst Cuba, Puerto Rico, and the People's Republic of Hawaii .
Li ke all Stephenites, he wote the famliar |apel button with a photo of Pope
St ephen, the fanobus bl ack patch over his blind eye, and the sainted Pope's
famous remark, "What-ne infallible?"

Pope Stephen had totally revolutionized the Catholic Church during his brief

five-year reign. Indeed, as the French fem nist Jeanne Paul ette Sartre said,
"This one man has singl e-handedly turned the nost reactionary church on this

pl anet into the npbst progressive."

It was due to Pope Stephen that the "social gospel," previously preached only by
a mnority of far-out Jesuits and worker-priests, becanme the official Vatican
policy. By being the first to denounce Hitler and Missolini, and excomruni cating
their supporters, Pope Stephen had knowi ngly risked the biggest rupture within
the Church since the tinme of Luther; but, while nearly 30 percent of the
Catholics in Germany and Italy continued to follow their national |eaders, over
70 percent obeyed the Pope, and both dictators fell from power.

Adol f Hitler became a portrait painter again; and Benito Miussolini, deprived of
power, returned to his early belief in anarchismand spent his declining years
witing fiery journalismagainst all those who did manage to achi eve and hold on
to political power.

At the time of Pope Stephen's death in 1940, it was estimated that the wealth of
the Vatican was | ess than 10 percent of what it had been when he took the Chair
of Peter, but its prestige about 1,000 percent higher

The Pope had spent 90 percent of the Vatican's wealth in projects for the
abolition of poverty, disease, and ignorance.

Many regarded himas a saint, but Pope Stephen always tried to di scourage that
view. He ended every conversation with "I ama sinner, also," which becane a
habit with Stephenites: Father Starhawk, for instance, ended all his
conversations that way, and also used it for the tag line of all his theol ogica
articles and his private correspondence.

It must be adnitted, however, that the first Irish Pope did have his own brand
of arrogance: He believed he was the best Latin stylist since C cero, and was
rat her vain about his command of English, Italian, French, German, Spanish,

Dani sh, and Hebrew, also. He was al so convinced that he was a greater
psychol ogi st than Janes or Jung, and it was only when their nanes were nentioned
that a tinge of uncharitable sarcasmwould enter his speech

Pope Stephen, in fact, had a habit of listening far nore than he spoke, which
led many to regard himas a bit aloof. Actually, he spoke little because he was
so busy observing. This passion for studying other human bei ngs had gradual ly
turned himfroma di sputatious young intellectual into an al nost pathol ogically
sensitive mddl e-aged nan, because the nore he observed people, the nore he
liked them and the nore he |iked them the |ess able he was to bear seeing or
hearing of injustice to anyone anywhere.
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On one occasion a learned and erudite French Cardinal said to the Pope,
referring to the steady parade of visitors to the Vatican, "You nust find nost
of these nonentities profoundly boring." He was naking the usual m stake of

The big news of the 1985 season in the art world was that Francois Loup-Garou
had abandoned Neo- Surrealism and founded a new school of art called

Par ar eal i sne.

This was only partly the result of the Rehnquist in the Lobster Newburg; it was
al so a matter of econom cs.

For nearly a century, it had been very inportant for an artist to belong to a
"school ," and it was even better to be the founder of a "school." This was not
just a case of "In Union There Is Strength"; it was also a shrewd marketing
strategy. It mght take an individual painter ten or twenty years to be

"di scovered"-if he were original, it mght take nuch | onger, and he m ght not be
alive to enjoy it-but when a School of Art was formed, that was News, and all
menbers of the school were discovered simultaneously.

There had been an | npressioni st school, a Post-Inpressionist school, an
Expressi oni st school, an Abstract Expressionist school, a Cubist school, a
Futuri st school, a Pop school and an Op school, and so on.

The | argest canvas at the first Pararealiste show was Loup-Garou's own What Do
You Make of This, Professor? An enormpus work it was, covering two walls, bent
in the mddle on a special hinged franme. It showed a cerul ean-blue sky, with

hai | stones: thousands and thousands of hail stones, six nonths' painstaking

| abor, and each hailstone had a tiny image of the Virgin Mary on it.

After the Fernando Poo | ncident,
what can a nere man do that will shock us? It is the abnormalities of nature
that we find illumnating; that is what distinguishes us from sadists, New
Leftists, and other intellectual hoodl uns.

We are delighted that Pluto, Mckey, and Goofy are all at odd angles fromthe

pl ane of the eight inner planets. W are thrilled with Bohr's great principle of
Rel ativity, which shows that to | ook out into space is also to | ook backward in
time. WE ARE THE DAY AFTER YESTERDAY!!!

Sone said that the Pararealistes were even better at witing manifestos than at
pai nting pictures; but they meant what they said. The hailstones in Wat Do You
Make of This, Professor? were no inage of dreamor delirium"W spit on
surrealism Fantasy is every bit as dreary as Logic! It is the REAL that we
seek!" the First Manifesto had al so decl ared. Wat Loup-Garou had so

pai nst aki ngly depicted was an occurrence that actually happened at Lyons in
1920. Xeroxes of the old newspaper stories about the event ("PEASANTS SEE VI RGN
ON HAI LSTONES") were distributed to the press, enphasizing again that
Pararealistes only painted the real, or as they always wote, the REAL.

Little Pierre de la Nuit-Pierrot le Fou, he styled hinsel f-was Loup-Garou's best
friend and had contributed seventeen canvases to the first show Magnificent,
monstrous things they were, of course-flying saucers, all of them blue and gold
and silver and green and bright orange, shaped |ike doughnuts or boonerangs or
el lipsoids or cones. Every one of them had been reported in the sky by sonebody
or other in the past forty years

Loup- Garou circul ated news stories about each sighting, you can be sure, to
denponstrate again pararealisnme's devotion to the REAL.

Then there was Jean Cul's The Sheep-Cow, sone clained it was the greatest of al
Parareal iste paintings. It portrayed an aninal hal f-sheep and hal f-cow, a
veritable insult to the | aws of genetics. Such an ani nal had been born in
Sintoe, Ontario, in 1888. They circul ated news stories about it.

Al'l of this created so nuch international discussion that the Pararealistes

i medi ately rel eased the second Mani festo. (They had | earned sonet hi ng about
P.R fromthe early surrealists.)

They denounced those who did not like their paintings as fools. They then
denounced those who did |like their paintings as damed fools, for |iking them
for the wong reasons. They went on to ful m nate agai nst everybody in general

W renounce and hurl invective upon the rationalist conducting experinents in
his laboratory. Every instrunent he uses is a creation of human narcissism it
emerges fromthe human ego as Athene fromthe head of Zeus. The rationalist

i mposes his own order on these instrunents; they inpose order on the data; and
he then proclainms that the universe is as constipated and nmechanistic as his own
m nd! What has this epistenp-1ogical nmasturbation to do with the REAL?

And we abomi nate and cast fulm nations upon the irrationalist, also. Behold him
in his drugged stupor, naddened by opium or hashi sh, gazing i nward and depicting
his childish dream and ni ghtmares on canvas. He is as linmited by the human
unconscious as the rationalist is by the human conscious. Neither of them can
see the REAL!!

It reads better in the original French. But it would have been a top news story
if it hadn't been eclipsed by the singularly obscene "mracle" at Canterbury
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Cat hedral that week.

The details of the alleged "mracle" had been censored and covered up by high
Church officials fromthe very begi nning. Newspapers, at first, printed only
short itens saying that sonething strange caused the Archbi shop of Canterbury to
turn a ghastly white during Mass and stunble so badly that he fell off the

al tar.

O course sone cynics imedi ately assuned that H s Em nence was as drunk as a
skunk. There are always types like that, believing the worst of everybody.

Then the runors started to circul ate. Those who had been in the Cathedral said
that the Most Reverend Archbi shop had not so nuch stunbled as junped, and that
hi s expression was one of such fear and | oathing that all present felt at once
that sonething distinctly eldritch and unholy had invaded the church.

It was the face of Dr. Francis
Dashwood, president of Orgasm Research Inc., Conmi e pervert Satanist sinner who

And then the cop | ooked at himand he knew all the rest of it, the booking and
the fingerprinting and the nug shot and then being alone in the cell all night
with the voices saying YOU ARE GEORGE DORN.

Things were conming to a head.

Nat haniel F. X Drest, secret chief of the Unistat Sector CIA had felt uneasy
for a long tine. Since the death of President Carter, in fact. It wasn't just
that the then-Vice President, now President, Hugh Crane, was right out of
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nowhere, a total unknown, not one of THEM similar situations had arisen a few

Nat hani el Drest had not |asted as secret chief of the CIA for thirty years

wi t hout acquiring great pragmatic savvy about the spooky side of predestination
"Once i s happenstance, twice is coincidence, three tines is eneny action" had
been the notto of one of the great masters of Strange Loops, |an Flem ng

hi nsel f; but Drest knew that what was really going on was far weirder than even
Fl em ng coul d conprehend.

Behind the mld, professorial, bespectacl ed facade of Nathaniel Drest,
officially listed as economi cs researcher in the budget reports, was the one nman
capabl e of serving as secret chief of the Unistat CIA through thirty |ong years,
whi |l e one dummy after another posed as the official head of the clandestine
organi zation. Drest was a phil osopher and a visionary; he had forged, from

Machi avel I'i, Marx, Lenin, Mao, Missolini, Nietzsche, Napoleon, WIliamF.

Buckl ey, Jr., and the Three Legendary Sages- Turing, Flem ng, Weatley-the
coldly logical, existential, pragmatic strategy for eternal rule by hinself and
his friends in THEM and total exterm nation and eradication of all possibility
of rebellion by the rest of hunanity.

He had been told once, by a sociobiologist, that he was a gi ant DNA robot,
programed to advance the grow h and expansi on of his gene pool. He thought that
was an anusing, although limted, view of what was going on; and he certainly
had no interest in such evolutionary theories as justifications of what he did.
He needed no justifications; that his goals were rationally desirable to himwas
all that was necessary or profitable to contenplate.

Soci ety.

Drest knew all about the Discordian Society, or thought he did. He was convinced
they were behind this |atest attenpt to discredit the Conpany with that forged
diary linking themto the Bonny Benedict "Cream Pie" nurder. He al so believed
that they were the secret organization behind all the | esser conspiracies that
annoyed and sonetines frustrated himthe malignantly nihilistic Network that had
Potter Stewarted his own conputer and God knows how nmany ot her conputers, the
dupes in PCE and the Libertarian Imuortalist Party, the damed noralistic

meddl esone St ephenites, Wather Underground, the traitors over at Nava
Intelligence, the sinister Invisible Hand Society, the terroristic Mrituri, and
t he dammed Ruski es and Arabs.

Drest had first |earned about the Discordian Society in a strange, obscene,
subversive novel called Illum natus! He was convinced it was all fiction at
first. But then he discovered that the alleged Bible of the Discordians, the
perverse and paradoxical Principia Discordia, actually existed. Wen he put two
men on the case they soon reported that copies of the Principia could be found
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in many science-fiction and |libertarian bookstores all over Unistat, and that it
could be ordered through the mail from a conpany absurdly and di sarni ngly naned
Loom panics Unlimted in Port Townsend, WAshi ngton

O course he wanted to believe that was all there was to it, just a snall,
oddball cult no nore likely to influence events than the Libertarian
Imortalists were. But then bit by bit the daming details accunul ated. Enperor
Joshua Norton, King of the Jews, was a Discordian saint, and Enmperor Norton was
al so i nexplicably becoming an "in" person. There was a play about Enperor Norton
running in San Francisco, posters celebrating himfor sale all over the country.
The Discordian mantra "Fnord" was seen scrawled on walls in nore and nore

pl aces, and on the pyranmid on the back of the dollar bill. Characters in

I'l'lum natus!, who he had assuned were fictional, often appeared witing book or
movi e reviews for various mamgazi nes, and a check showed that they had been
witing letters to the Playboy Forum and the Chicago newspapers since the early
1960s. Discordi an cabal s appeared in England, Gernany, Japan, Australia, and the
nmost unli kely pl aces.

Drest had nade a careful study of the Discordian phil osophy and realized it was
the kind of outlandi sh nonsense that would appeal to the kind of people who nade
all the trouble in history-brilliant, intellectual, slightly deranged dope

fi ends and oddbal | nath-and-technol ogy buffs. Many of the pioneer Discordians
were conputer programmers (he renenbered that fact every tinme the Conpany's
conmputer answered a sinple programwith G VE ME A COOKI E or THE GOVERNMENT
SUCKS) and ot hers had docunmented |inks with the Libertarian Imortalists, the
LSD subcul ture, and groups as sinister as the witches and the anarchi sts.

The Di scordi ans believed that God was a Crazy Wnan. For the Wman part of it,
they used the usual Taoi st and Feninist arguments about the Creative Force being
dark, ferale, subtle, fecund, and in every way opposite to Male

Aut horitarianism For the Crazy part, they pointed to Pickering' s Mon, which
goes around backward, to rains of crabs and periw nkles and |ive snakes, to the
par adoxes of quantumtheory, and to the religious and political behavior of
humanity itself, all of which, they clained, denonstrated that the fabric of
reality was a nosai ¢ of chaos, confusion, deception, delusion, and Strange
Loops.

And, Drest knew, they were definitely linked with the Network. Although conputer
speci alists only spoke of the Network in whispers, the Conpany had a detail ed
file on them The Network was devoted to the | ong-suppressed, much persecuted,
but persistent underground religion of cocaine founded by the eccentric
physi ci an Signund Freud. They devoutly believed in the literal truth of Freud's
vision of the Superman. ("Wat is man? A bridge between the primte and the
superman-a bridge over an abyss," Freud wote in his Diary of a Hope Fiend.) To
achi eve the Supernan, the Network was systematically frustrating every other
group of conspirators on the planet by glitching the conputers, and nmeanwhile
diverting funds fromlegitimate activities to subsidize dissident scientists
engaged in research on imortality and higher intelligence. "Cocaine is a nenory
of the future" was the sick slogan of this msguided group of deranged
intellectuals. "Qur mnds will function as ecstatically as on cocai nhe, w thout
the jitters, once we achieve immortality and | earn to repro-gram our brains as
efficiently as we reprogramour conputers," they went on. "Wen we don't have to
die and can constantly increase our awareness of detail," they also said, "we

wi Il have no nore problens, only adventures." Naturally, every government in the
wor |l d, even the near-anarchistic Free Market naniacs in Russia, had outl awed
this bizarre cult.

An even nore sinister Discordian front organization, according to Drest's coldly
| ogi cal analysis of what was really going on, was the insidious |nvisible Hand
Soci ety.

What was nost devious about the Invisible Hand-ers was that they di sdai ned
secrecy and operated right out in the open, telling everybody what they were
doi ng and why and what they hoped to acconplish. They had offices in all mgjor
cities and gave free courses in their politico-econonic systemjust like the old
Henry George schools at the turn of the century.

It was very hard for Drest to persuade the other eight Unknown Men who rul ed the
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ClAin other parts of the world that the Invisible Hand was the nbst dangerous
sort of conspiracy.

"A conspiracy doesn't operate in the open," they kept rem nding him Sonetines
they would tell himhe was working too hard and should take a vacation

"That's what's so subtle and devilish about it," Drest would explain, over and
over. "Nobody can recognize a conspiracy that's out in the open. It's a kind of
optical illusion that they' re using to underm ne us."

Pure mnd-rot, and, thank God, nost
people found it all so absurd, and yet so frightening, that they never cane back
for any of the subsequent |ectures.

But the people who did conme back worried Drest; they were the types he | oat hed
and feared. Like Cassius, they had a | ean and hungry | ook and they thought too
much.

And they thought about the wrong things.

And now there was the matter of the materializing-and-dematerializing Rehnqui st,
obviously a Discordian plot, in Drest's estinmation. Wat other group could
conceive it, much |l ess organi ze and acconplish it? Fnord, indeed!

There had been the case of the Anbassador who found it on a staircase; and the
ant i por nography crusader who encountered it, tenporarily painted red, white, and
blue, floating in a bow of Fruit Punch; and that unspeakabl e incident involving
Hi s Em nence the Very Reverend Archbi shop of Canterbury; and God knows how many
ot her cases the Conpany had never heard about.

And President Crane was said to be far nore of an oddball than anybody had
realized, having strange groups for mdnight neetings in the Oval Room where

i ncense was burned in profusion, and the Secret Service nen clained to hear
strange chants that sounded, they said, |ike "Yog-Sothoth Nebl odZi n."

So did leather. So did the precious netals. They were comodity nonies, because
they were worth sonmething in thensel ves. Mddern paper noney is pure informtion,
worth absolutely zilch, except for the signals printed onit." Cemreally began
to get Naismith's perspective.

Clem Cotex laughed for nearly fifteen mnutes. The next tinme he net Bl ake

Wl lians, he unleashed his Illumnation in an aphorismthat he was convi nced
woul d, for once, startle the seeningly unflappabl e ant hropol ogi st.

"Money is the Schrodinger's Cat of economics,” Cemsaid, waiting for sone
sensational reaction

"Ch," WIllians said quietly, "you' ve noticed that too?"

Dr. Horace Naismith had founded the First Bank of Religiosophy in Bad Ass,
Texas, because he wanted to be sure nobody in the Establishnent would take it
seriously.

It was his plan to underm ne the Federal Reserve System wi thout their noticing
what was happeni ng.

Everything in Bad Ass was considered too absurd and repugnant for serious

consi deration. Bad Ass Township and the whol e of Bad Ass County were a source of
nati onal enbarrassment.

Bad Ass had been founded by descendants of the fanbus Jukes and Kalli kak
famlies, carriers of virulent idiocy genes, together with a few Snopeses who
had been driven out of M ssissippi for unnatural acts.

The Bad Ass School Board banned not only Evolution and Sex Education, but
non- Eucl i dean geonetry, the metric system cultural anthropol ogy, and all
history texts witten outside Texas.

Despite the President, the Supreme Court, Congress, the TV networks and Jack

of sonme other country. They never realized that, to the rest of the world,

Uni stat | ooked |ike Bad Ass County.

President Fuller, the man whose noney ideas had inspired Dr. Naisnith, was the
only President in the history of Unistat to resign from office.

He had resigned only three nonths after taking office, and he did it on the
radio. "I sinply can't find any way to do anything socially useful here," he
said with that innocent sincerity that had charmed the voters into electing him
"I listened to sone well-neaning friends and ran for this office," Fuller went
on, "and | now realize | was a perfect dammed fool. The synergetic interlock or
real tine vectors in Universe cannot be augnmented from here."
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The peopl e-and, even nore, the other politicians-were outraged. They call ed
Ful l er a mugwunp and wanted to punish him Unfortunately, the only way to punish
a politician is to refuse to vote for him and Fuller was no |longer a politician
and refused to run for any office, so they had to be satisfied with just calling
hi ma nut.

That was in the 1930s, and everybody forgot about Fuller until the 1960s, when
it turned out that his hobby- odd geonetries-had a | ot of practica

appl i cations.

But still nobody took Fuller's noney theories seriously, except Dr. Naismth
and Eve Hubbard, who had run for President in 1980 on the Libertarian
Imortalist ticket ("An End to Death and Taxes!").

There was anot her President of Unistat who resigned, actually, but he "only" (as
they say) existed in a novel. This was a science-fiction thriller set in a
paral |l el universe and was called Wgner's Friend. It was about the worst
possi bl e President the author, a Harvard professor naned Leary, could inagine.
The President in Leary's book, called Noxin, was a nonster. He got the country
into totally unnecessary wars wi thout the consent, and sonetinmes even without
the know edge, of Congress. He lied all the tinme, conpulsively, even when it
wasn't necessary. He put w retaps on everybody-even on hinself. (Leary, a
psychol ogi st, claimed this bizarre fantasy, which smacked of satire, was
possible, for a certain type of paranoid mnd.) He used the FBI and the IRS to
harass every citizen who resisted this tyranny. He not only took bribes, but
even had a team of enforcers who extorted "canpai gn" noney from corporations
under threat of turning the IRS on them H's political enenmies all died in a
series of strange assassinations that couldn't be expl ai ned. When Congress
started investigating his crinmes, he betrayed his own co-conspirators one by
one.

Noxi n even m sappropriated government noney to fix up his house, and cheated on
hi s incone tax.

The book was a runaway best-seller, because it had a taut, suspenseful plot and
because Unistaters could congratul ate thensel ves on not being dunb enough to
ever elect such a President.

Nai smth, despite his Texas accent, was no inbecile; he had his finger on part
of what was really going on

The Federal Reserve did create noney out of nothing. So did all the other banks.
The laws of Unistat allowed this, by permtting banks to issue |loans up to as
much as eight tinmes the anpbunt they had in deposits. Every tine a bank made a

| oan on noney they didn't actually have, they were creating noney.

Most of the people who knew about this (aside fromthe bankers) went paranoid
worrying about it. This was because they did not realize how nmuch of their
Reality was created in simlarly occult ways.

The Federal Reserve made it possible for other banks to | oan what they didn't
have. The Fed "guaranteed" the credit of the banks.

The Fed was able to make this guarantee because it had lots of credit itself, in
the form of governnent bonds.

The governnent bonds were good because they were guaranteed by |loans fromthe
Fed.

The | oans fromthe Fed were guaranteed because the governnment gave them bonds.
And this was safe, because the bonds (renmenber) were guaranteed by the Fed.
That's why C em Cotex | aughed for half an hour when he finally figured out the
Uni stat econony.

The Communi sts had instituted this nonetary policy because it nade virtually al
commer ce dependent on noney that didn't exist.

The Communi sts had abandoned pure Marxismin 1904 and were now followi ng a
system based partly on Marx and partly on traditional shamani sm

The whol e Conmuni st novenent had secretly been taken over, in 1904, by Cenera

E. A Cowey, the fanous explorer. Crow ey had learned a lot fromthe triba
shamans in the "backward" parts of the world he frequented. Chiefly, he had

| earned that the universe is created by the participation of its participants.
Franklin Del ano Roosevelt was hand-pi cked by General Crowl ey to manage the
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Conmruni st takeover of Unistat. Crow ey picked Roosevelt chiefly because of his
radi o voi ce. The agreenent was sinple: Crow ey woul d keep Roosevelt supplied

wi th wonen-"That crip Casanova never gets enough," he was soon conpl ai ni ng-and
Roosevelt, in turn, introduced Nasrudin's nmagic wand to political econony.

Even though many cl ear-sighted, patriotic citizens saw t hrough Roosevelt and
war ned, repeatedly, that he was | eading the country to comunism the majority
paid no heed to these voices of reason. They were charned by Roosevelt's radio
voi ce, as Crowl ey had predicted.

Actual |y, Roosevelt kept before him every tine he spoke on radio, a large sign
with a wise saying attributed to the nan who won the Bad Ass Hog Cal | i ng Cont est
in 1923. The sign said:

YOU VE GOT TO HAVE APPEAL AS VWELL AS POAER IN YOUR VO CE. YOU MJST CONVI NCE THE
SWNE THAT YOU HAVE SOVETHI NG FOR THEM

Unfortunately, Roosevelt was assassinated by a disgruntled office seeker in
1937.

The Communi sts found an equally | oyal servant in 1948, however, in the fanous
General Douglas MacArthur, who was a military genius with one fatal flaw he had
an ego so large that only by contenplating the mathematical definition of
infinity could anything so linitless be inagi ned.

MacArt hur conpl eted the Conmuni zation of Unistat in return for having his

pi cture put on pennies, nickels, dinmes, dollars, postage stanps, paintings in
every public place, GI.-issue condons, the ceilings of barber shops, Munt
Rushnore, the Sistine Chapel frescoes (advising God during the Creation), all
gover nnent docunments, the chief balloon in all Micy's parades, in place of the
test pattern on TV screens, marriage |icenses, dog licenses, and in various
other places that he thought of frorn tine to tine.

A brave and patriotic senator, Joseph R MCarthy, attenpted to expose

MacArt hur's governnent, which was staffed entirely by card-carrying Comruni sts.
(The Communi sts carried cards because, with so many conspiraci es going on at the
time, it was the only way they could identify thensel ves to one another.) The
senator was sneared by the press, censured by his coll eagues, and hounded to an
early grave

"l ke" Ei senhower, a popular Western filmstar of the period, contributed to
McCart hy's denmi se by naking a national tour supporting the President.

"I don't know anything about politics or mlitary strategy," old "Ilke" would
tell audiences, his face full of stupid sincerity. "But | know General MacArthur
is a smart nman and a tough man and can outfox the Commies every tinme."

Li ke al nost everybody el se, "lke" thought the Communi sts had taken over Russi a,
not Uni stat.

One of the nost insidious things the CI A Conmunists did when they took over

Uni stat was to change the Constitution.

The original Constitution, having been witten by a group of intellectua
|libertines and Freermasons in the eighteenth century, included an amendnment which
decl ar ed:

A self-regulated sex |ife being necessary to the happiness of a citizen, the
right of the people to keep and enj oy pornography shall not be abridged.

Thi s anendnent had been suggested by Thomas Jefferson, who had over nine hundred
Bl ack concubi nes, and Benjanin Franklin, a nmenber of the Hell Fire C ub, which
had the | argest collection of erotic books and art in the Western world at that
tinme.

The Communi sts changed the amendnent to read:

A well-regulated nmilitia being necessary to the security of a free state, the
right of the citizens to keep and bear arns shall not be abridged.

Al'l docunents and textbooks were changed, so that nobody would be able to find
out what the anendnent had originally said. Then the Comunists set up a front
organi zation, the National Rifle Association, to encourage the w de usage of
guns of all sorts, and to battle any attenpt to control guns as
"unconstitutional."

Thus, they guaranteed that the nurder rate in Unistat woul d al ways be the

hi ghest in the world. This kept the citizens in perpetual anxiety about their
safety both on the streets and in their hones. The citizens then tolerated the
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rapid growh of the Police State, which controlled al nost everything, except the
sal e of guns, the chief cause of crine.

THE BACHS BOX

The W/ hel m Fri edemann Bach Soci ety was in the same downt own WAshi ngton buil di ng
as the Warren Belch Society and the Invisible Hand Society, but C em Cotex never
t hought nuch about them He assuned, as did everybody el se who noticed the name
on the building directory, that the W F. Bach Society was just a group of
musi col ogi st s.

Not hi ng coul d have been further fromthe truth.

They were also trying to find out "what the hell is really going on."

This odd fraternity had named t hensel ves after W F. Bach not just for his
musi ¢, which was superb, but for his effrontery, which was even nore superb

W hel m Fri ede- mann Bach, one of the twenty children of Johann Sebasti an Bach,
did not have the easy and imredi ate success of his brothers, Johann Christian
Bach and Carl Philipp Eman-uel Bach. In fact, because he was original and
because he had to conpete with the other three Bachs (already well established
in the esteemof nusic lovers), WIhelmFriedemann was neglected for a long tine
and nmi ght have ended his days in poverty and obscurity. But W F. Bach was not
the sort of man to take defeat easily. He hit on a plan which caused his nusic
to be played everywhere, and nade himquite a bundl e of Deutschmarks, even

t hough people were still saying he was the | east inportant of the Bachs.

W hel m Fri edemann had sinmply sold his conpositions, one by one, as newy

di scovered work by his father, J. S. Bach.

O course there had been art forgers and nusic forgers and even novel forgers
both before and after W F. Bach, but he had raised the phil osophical ante on
the bot hersome question "If a work of art cannot be distinguished froma
masterpiece, is it not a nasterpiece?" or, in the vernacular, "How inmportant is
a Potter Stewarting signature, anyway?"

The original nmenmbers of the W F. Bach Society were people who had owned some
magni fi cent Van Goghs back in the 1960s. Then one traumatic day, they did not
own any Van Goghs at all. They owned El Mrs.

El Mr was the nost talented painting forger of that tinme. Hi s Van Goghs,
Cezannes, and Mbodiglianis were totally indistinguishable from"the real thing,"
what ever that is. It was widely believed, after EIl Mr was exposed by anot her
forger named Irving, that many masterpieces still hanging in nuseuns were E
Mr's work. Indeed, EI Mr insisted on that, regarding it as the cream of the

j est.

Sone said that these EIl Mrs still hung in nmuseuns because the experts had not
yet found any way to distinguish themfrom®"real" art. Ohers said that the
experts, once aware of El Mr's work, could distinguish it fromVan Gogh's or
Cezanne's or Modigliani's, but would not do so, because they had authenticated
the fakes originally and did not want anybody to know that they had been fool ed.
Bl ake WIliams, Ph.D., had purchased a very fine EI Mr, under the inpression it
was a Van CGogh, after the great success of his popul arized book on primate
psychol ogy, How to Tell Your Friends fromthe Apes. WIllianms was then in the

m dst of his first phase synthesizing General Semantics and Zen Buddhism and he
i medi atel y recogni zed what was really going on when identifiable El Mrs were
everywhere falling in value after the great Expose.

It was a glitch, he decided

He called together a small group of people who al so owned identified EIl Mrs and
begged them not to believe that they had been deceived.

"A signhature," he told themearnestly, "is not an economic Good in itself, |ike
gold or land or factories. It is only a squiggle given contextual neaning by
soci al convention."

He went on like that for nearly an hour. He spoke of the differences between the
map and the territory; between the spoken word ("a sonic wave in the

at mosphere”) and the nonverbal thing or event which the word nerely designates;
bet ween the nenu and the neal. He quoted Hune, Einstein, Korzybski, and Pope
Stephen. He dragged in the latest theories in perception psychol ogy,
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Et hnome- t hodol ogy, and MLuhan's version of nedi a- message anal ysi s.

He remi nded themthat Carlos Castaneda had studi ed Et hnonethodol ogy with
Garfinkl e before studyi ng shamani smw th Don Juan Matus, and he assured them as
a professional anthropol ogist, that anyone who has the power to define reality
for you has becone a sorcerer, if you don't catch the bastard real quick

By this time a lot of his audience was irritated and a little frightened-nutters
of "He's just a damed crank" were heard from sone corners of the room but
others were listening, enthrall ed.

WIllians resorted to psycho-drama and Role Playing to get his point across. He

said that he would pretend to be an extraterrestrial-"1 wonder if it's just
pretending," said an awed voice fromthe group who had followed this lecture
with a sense of Illunmination. Play-acting the extraterrestrial, WIlianms defied

themto explain several things to him rationally and |ogically, w thout
assuning he had "intuitive" or a priori know edge about what they took for

gr ant ed.
He wanted to know, first, the difference between a dollar bill printed by the
Uni stat Treasury and a dollar bill printed by a gang of counterfeiters.

Everybody got excited, and nobst of themgot angry, in the course of trying to
make this distinction clear to the extraterrestrial, who was very literal and

| ogi cal, and did not understand anything they took for granted until it was
explained literally and | ogically.

By the tinme the extraterrestrial was willing to grant that there was an

agr eed-upon difference between the two bills created by social consensus, a few
peopl e had left, saying, "It's just an el aborate put-on."

But the others, who stuck it out, were next confronted with a dollar bill hung
in a nuseumas "found" art. WIllians, the extraterrestrial, wanted to know

whet her its value was the sanme as, greater than, or less than it had been before
bei ng hung in the nuseum

More people lost their tenpers in the course of his discussion

But WIllians persisted. Still playing extraterrestrial, he wanted to know if it
made any difference if the dollar hung in the nuseumas "found" art had been
printed by the Treasury or by the crinminal gang.

After a few minutes of this topic nost of the people in the roomwere junping up
and down |ike the Anbassador who found the Rehnqui st on the stairs.

WIllians had no nercy. He next wanted themto explain the difference between any
or all of the above and an exact duplicate of any or all of them painted by Roy
Li chtenstein and exhibited as Pop Art.

After a half hour nore he pointed out that they were argui ng anong thensel ves
even nore than they were attenpting to explain these nysteries to him He al so
mentioned, not too cruelly, that nany of themhad arrived at the state where
they seemed to believe their definitions would beconme nore convincing if they
just repeated them at a | ouder decibel |evel

WIllians then gave up the extraterrestrial gane and tried to restore order. He
became droll and told themthe old story of how Picasso, asked to identify the
real Picas-sos in a group of possible fakes, had put one of his own canvases
anong the fraudul ent group. "But," an art deal er anong those present protested,
"l saw you paint that one nyself, Pablo."

"No matter," said the Great Man inperturbably, "I can fake a Picasso as well as
anybody. "

He remi nded themthat Andy Warhol kept a closet full of Canpbell's soup cans,
and gave autographed cans to people he liked so they could own "a genui ne
Warhol ." He pointed out, after the |laugh subsided, that neither
extraterrestrials nor terrestrials could agree on the difference in val ue

bet ween a Treasury dollar signed by Warhol and thereby beconing "a genui ne
Warhol ," a counterfeit dollar signed by Warhol for the purpose-giving "a genuine
Warhol" to a friend, a Treasury dollar with Warhol's signature forged by EI Mr,
a Treasury dollar with Warhol's signature forged by an unknown crimnal, and a
counterfeit dollar with Warhol's signature forged by Wlliam S. Burroughs, the
founder of Neo- Cubi st painting.

He settl ed back in an easy chair-he had been standing in his Full Professor

themthe little-known story of Pope Stephen's parable to the Spani sh Cardi na
who had told himthat "seeking for the Real"” was pointless since the Real is
pal pably right in front of our noses.

"Everybody knows," Pope Stephen had said, "that | studied singing and nedici ne
before | decided to nake the priesthood ny life's work. Wat few know is that |
al so considered becom ng a novelist. | often wonder, nyself, if | ever abandoned
that last anbition. Sometines | feel like a novelist pretending to be a Pope, to
see what it's like. And sonetines | even think the whole Church is a very old
novel which I've revised and noderni zed. And, ny reverend brother in Christ,
sonetines | even think that 1'mnot alone in this novel-witing business;

think that every man, wonan, and child on this planet is witing a novel inside
their heads, all day long, every day-editing, rewiting, touching things up,

i mproving a page here and throwi ng a page out somewhere else. The only
difference is that when | wite a novel, it becones an Encyclical, and is
therefore Reality for mllions of believers."

Wl lians now had five True Believers out of the thirty persons he had call ed
together. The five, together with WIllians, founded the W F. Bach Society that
night, and set out to inpose their definition of Art on the rest of the world.
They began by finding and financing Orson Wl les, an obese genius who m ght have
been the world's greatest filmdirector if he had only been allowed to direct
films.

Wl les was not allowed to direct filnms because he had made the mistake, his
first time out, of nmaking a novie about Charles Foster Hearst, the richest and
nost powerful of the Communi st clique who ruled Unistat. Welles changed the
nane, of course, and called his novie character WIIliam Randol ph Kane, but few
were deceived by this, and Hearst certainly wasn't.

The novie had a scene, at the beginning, in which a conservative banker said
bluntly that "Kane" (Hearst) was a Communist. It went on to nmake a big nystery
about the word "Rosebud,” which referred to General Crowl ey's system of "Rosy
Cross" Cabalistic magi ck which the Communi sts were using to nmake noney out of
not hing. It exposed, alnpbst blatantly, how Unistat was actually governed.
Wel | es was bl acklisted, and spent the rest of his |ife wandering around the
world playing bit parts in filns by other directors.

The W F. Bach Society financed Wl les in the making of his second film Art Is
What You Can Get Away Wth, which was a bold glorification of EIl Mr.

Next, the W F. Bach cabal financed a new literary journal, Passaic Review,

whi ch they advertised so widely that everybody with any pretense to being an
intellectual had to read it.

The Passai ¢ Revi ew heaped scorn and invective on the established literary idols
of the time-Sinon Mion, the neo-surrealist novelist; Gerald Ford, the
"country-and-western" poet; Nornman Miler; Robert Heinlein; TimH]Idebrand; and
so on. They al so denounced all the alleged "greats" of the first part of the
century, like H P. Lovecraft, Henry Janmes, T. S. Eliot, and Robert Putney

Dr ake.

They established their own pantheon of "great" witers, which included WIIliam
Butl er Yeats (an obscure Irish schoolteacher nobody had ever heard of), A af

St apl edon, Arthur Fl egenhei mer, and Jonathan Lati ner.

After only two years of bonbardnent by the erudite and authoritative-sounding
articles in Passaic Review, nost self-declared intellectuals were seriously
conparing Yeats with Eliot and granting that some of Stapledon's novels were as
good as anything by Janes or Drake.

Al'l of this was an experinent, actually. Blake WIIlians had not believed
everything he told the founders of the W F. Bach Society. He was convinced that
a great deal of what passes for Value was created, not by |abor as the Marxists
t hought, nor by supply-and-denmand as the Free Market econonists clained, but by
what he as an ant hropol ogi st recogni zed as shamani sm

He was trying to find out how nmuch Val ue, and hence how nuch Reality, was so
creat ed.

He believed that |arge hunks of experience could be altered by people who
regarded thensel ves as shamans and consi dered anyone who opposed themto be
rival shamans trying to sell an alternative Reality.

It was his plan to nove the Bach group, slowy, from experinmenting upon the
economics of art to experinenting upon the art of econom cs.

BELL' S THEOREM A nat hematical denonstration by Dr. John S. Bell, which shows
that if quantum nechanics is valid, any two particles once in contact will
continue to influence each other, no matter how far apart they may subsequently
move. This violates Special Relativity, unless the influence between the
particles is not enploying any known energy.

COPENHAGEN | NTERPRETATI ON: The theory fornul ated by Niels Bohr, according to
which the state vector (see bel ow) should be regarded as a mat hematica
formalism In other words-which sone physicists will dispute- the equations of
quant um mechani cs do not describe what is happening in the subatom c world but
what mat hermatical systenms we need to create to think of that world.

COSM C GLUE: A netaphor to describe the quantuminterconnectedness that nust
exist if Bell's Theorem be valid. Coined by Dr. Nick Herbert.

E1GENSTATE: One of a finite nunber of states that a quantum system can be in.
The Superposition Principle says that, before neasurenent, a system nust be
considered to be in all of its etgenstates; measurenent selects one eigenstate.
El NSTElI N- ROSEN- PODOLSKY EFFECT: The quantum i nt er connect edness as described in a
paper by Einstein, Rosen, and Podol sky. The purpose of said paper was to prove
that quantum nechani cs cannot be valid, since it leads to such an outl andi sh
conclusion. Since Bell's Theorem some physicists have chosen to accept the

i nt erconnect edness, however outlandish it may seem See QU P.

EVERETT- WHEELER- GRAHAM MODEL: An alternative to Bell's Theorem and the
Copenhagen Interpretation. According to Everett, Weeler, and G aham everything
that can happen to the state vector (see bel ow) does happen to it.

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suggests that it is infornmation.

| NFORMATI ON: A neasure of the unpredictability of a nessage; that is, the nore
unpredictable a nessage is, the nore information it contains. Since systens tend
to disorder (according to the second | aw of thernodynanics), we can think of the
degree of order in a systemas the anmount of information init. Odinarily
information is transmitted as an ordering of energy (a signal), in which the
energy and its ordering (the nessage) is transnmtted fromone place to another
Dr. Jack Sarfatti has suggested that the nonlocality of the ERP effect and
Bell's Theorem may entail the instantaneous transfer of order fromone place to
anot her wi thout any energy transfer. Thus we can have both Bell's Theorem and
Special Relativity, since Special Relativity only prohibits the instantaneous
transfer of energy and does not say anything about instantaneous transfer of

i nformati on.

NEURO-: A prefix denoting "known or nediated by the nervous system" Since all
human know edge is neurological in this sense, every science may be considered a
neur o-sci ence; e.g., we have no physics but neurophysics, no psychol ogy but

neur opsychol ogy and ultinmately, no neurol ogy but neuroneurol ogy. But

neur oneur ol ogy woul d itself be known by the nervous system |eading to

neur o- neuroneurol ogy etc., in an infinite regress. See VON NEUVANN S
CATASTROPHE.

NONLOCAL: Not dependi ng upon space and tine. A nonlocal effect occurs

i nstantaneously and with no attenuation due to distance. Special Relativity
seenms to forbid all such non-local effects, but Bell's Theorem seens to show

t hat quant um nechani cs demands them The only solutions thus far offered to this
contradi ction are that nonlocal effects involve "consciousness" rather than
energy (Wl ker, Herbert) or that they involve "information" rather than energy
(Sarfatti).

NONOBJECTIVITY: One of the two alternatives to Bell's Theorem (the other being
the Everett-Weel er-Gahamnodel). In order to avoid nonlocality, sone
physicists such as Dr. John A Wheeler prefer this option, which holds that the
uni verse has no reality aside from observation. The extreme formof this view
says "Esse est percepi"-to be is to be perceived.

POTENTI A: The nane given to the presuned subquan-tumworld by Dr. Werner

Hei senberg. Space and time do not exist in potentia; but all the phenonena of
the space-tinme mani fold enmerge from potentia. Conpare wi th H DDEN VARI ABLE and

QUANTUM An entity whose energies occur in discrete lunps-e.g., photons are the
gquanta of the el ectromagnetic field. Quanta have both wave and particl e aspects,
the wave aspect being the probability of detecting the particle at a certain

pl ace and ti ne.

QUANTUM LOG C. A system of synbolic logic not restricted to the "either it's A
or it's not-A" choices of Aristotelian logic. Chiefly due to Dr. John Von
Neumann and Dr. David Finkel stein, this approach evades the paradoxes of other
interpretations of quantum nmechanics by assuning that the universe is

mul tival ued, not two-valued; Dr. Finkelstein expresses this by saying "In
addition to a yes and a no, the universe contains a maybe." See E/ GENSTATE.
QUANTUM MECHANI CS: The nat hematical system for describing the atonic and
subatom ¢ realm There is no dispute about how to do quantum nechani cs-i.e.
calculate the probabilities within this realm Al the controversy is about what
t he quantum nmechani cs equations inply about reality, which is known as the
interpretation of quantum mechanics. The principal lines of interpretation are

t he Copenhagen Interpretation and/ or Nonobjec-tivity and/or Bell's Theorem

and/ or Nonl ocality and/or the Everett-Weel er-Gaham nulti-worlds nodel.

QUI P: The quantum inseparability principle. An acronym coined by Dr. N ck
Herbert to refer to the nonlocality inplicit in the Einstein-Rosen-Podol sky
argunent and explicit in Bell's Theorem

STATE VECTOR: The mat hemati cal expression describing one of two or nore states
that a quantum systemcan be in; for instance, an el ectron can be in either of
two spin states, called "spin up" and "spin down." The anusi ng thing about
gquantum nmechanics is that each state vector can be regarded as the superposition
of other state vectors.
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SUPERDETERM NI SM The approach to quantumtheory urged by Dr. Fritjof Capra in
The Tao of Physics. This interpretation rejects "contrafactual definiteness”;
that is, it assunes that any statenents about what coul d have happened are

meani ngl ess. A consequence of this viewis that all distinction between observer
and observed, or self and universe, also becones neaningless; | had no choice
about witing this book, Dell Books had no choice about publishing it, and you
had no choice about reading it, since there is only one thing happening and we
are all seamessly welded into it.

SYNCHRONI CI TY: A termintroduced by psychol ogist Dr. Carl Jung and physicist Dr.

It is thought by sone that such
connections may indicate the Hidden Variable at work or sone sort of nonlocal

VON NEUVANN' S CATASTROPHE: More fully, Von Neunmann's catastrophe of the infinite
regress. A denpnstration by Dr. John Von Neumann that quantum nechanics entails
an infinite regress of neasurenents before the quantum uncertainty can be
renoved. That is, any neasuring device is itself a quantum system contai ni ng
uncertainty; a second neasuring device, used to nonitor the first, contains its
own quantumuncertainty; and so on, to infinity. Wgner and others have pointed
out that this uncertainty is only term nated by the decision of the
experinmenter. Conpare NEURO .
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
