In closing, although my joy is tempered by grief at Sir Ranter’s untimely end, I am content to inform your
lordship that the mission you assigned to us last summer, which we un dertook with trepidation and scant
hope of success, has been brought to successful fruition. Our ward came safely home, al though not
without some anxious moments, and our efforts aided in resolving Krupina’s problems, so that the land
